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A WORD TO THE READERS

I have been asked to say a word to the readers
of the newly introduced English section of the
Manav Mandir, which is a befitting gift to our satsang-
ies who cannot read Hindi so well. It brings to the
English readers the rickest philosophy and teachings
of Spiritual Humanism as preached, practised and
promulgated by Param Dayal Ji Maharaj, the greatest
saint and Avatara of our century.

I call his philosophy Spiritual humanism because
it awakens in man that element of everlasting category,
that ground of human existence which is indestructable
eternal and changeless in spite of the physical, mental
and intellectual changes in human personality: Param
Dayal Ji Maharaj has expounded this truth in a way,
no Philosopher, saint or a sage has ever done before.
His sentences which come from the depth of his own
spiritual and even Superspiritual experience go deep
into the heart of the reader and bring about a metamo-
rphosis in  his total personality. The beauty of his
expression lies in the simplicity of the language which
can be understood immediately by a layman, Philoso-
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pher, saint or a scientist without any commentry or 'm

paraphrase.

Humanism must be such a practical way of
life as can be made available to kings and commoners
alike. It must be such a technique that is free from all
intricacies and Philosophical jargon It must be straigh-
tforward, frank and fair to all concerned. The teach-
ings of Param Dayal Ji Maharaj pass all these tests
and much more. These teachings are scientific, because
they are the result of his own research or the search
for the Supreme Reality. No saint has ever explained
all the stages of spiritual development leading to the
highest experience which goes beyond God, beyond
Brahman and beyond Parambrahman so elegantly and
scientifically as Param Dayai Ji Maharaj has done.
Even by reading his discourses any intelligent person
can actvalize the potential perfection in bim without
any ex'ernal aid.

and plame etc. The realization of the Param Tattva
lifts man from these level; of duality to the loftier
heights of harmony and peace, pure love and unders-
tanding This is the real meaning of the word spiritual.
Param Dayal Ji’s teachings expound such a philosophy.
That is why I call it SPIRITUAL HUMANISM.

The Purpose of introducing the English section of
our journal is to expose Spiritual Humanism to the
English knowing readers and particularly to the
western readers whether of Indian origin or otherwise
so that East and west, Science, philosophy and religion
.may be understood in the right peispective to bring
about an integrated view of Man, Universe and God.
It would be our endeavour in this section, to expose
Spiritual Humanism gradually, systematically and
scientifically in the pages of the English section
with a view later on, to publish the same material in
the form of a book as the permanent literature for the
beaefit and guidance of all in future. We would welcome
questions and commeants so that the likes and dislikes of
the readers are kept in view.

Why have I designated him as an Avatara?
Let me first explain this fact in a very plane
and simple language. The word Avatara
literally means a divine descent or one who
has descended from the Param Dhama or
the Supreme Home. Even though Param-
Dayal Ji himself said many times that he
was the Avatara of TRUTH that he had
come down from Anami Dhama to expose
the Truth about the nature of man, nature
of Guru and to lead the suffering humanity
to the Final abode, yet he did not elaborate
this fact. Hedid this on purpose. The purpose
was to avoid the masses who otherwise

would have mobbed him and later on creat-
ed a new religion as a separate community

out of him. However very few people close
to him ever unaerstood him as an Avatara.
They always thought that he was a Guru or
a saint like many who had come before him~
and had declared themselves as such. We"’
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should remember that an Avatara always:
behaves like a human being so that he may
set an example that ordinary human being
in spite of his human weaknesses is capable
of becoming perfect in one life. An Avatara
is born perfect because he has come down
from the Supreme Reality and has not asce-
nded from any lower levels or even a humaa
level. ‘Ordinary Jivas ascend from lower
lcvels or from human level rising higher and
hlgher in many lives. But an Avatara desce-,
nds from above in human form to show
bow supreme God can live as a human
bemg. An ordmary Jiva who is potentlally
perfect is unaware “of hlb potentlallty of
perfectmn and therefore ‘he ‘cannot ‘free him-
self from the cycle of ]1VCS and blI’thS single
handed. He depends on some one clse, some’
Guru to lead him’ through rlght knowledoe‘
to the highcst goal even 1hough he is perfect'
in his own self. The Avataia is aware of his
riission but he pretcnds not to be so aware.
He does adopt a-Gure. and " his-Guru also -
knows:that-the initiation’ of the” Avatara -is\
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- g mecessary formality . It is so because @y
- ordinary soul can ever attain perfection
without adopting a perfect Guru or one
- who has realised his or her inner - nature of
being Pure Sat, Pure Essence and Sakhshi
Bhava or the sense of being beyond body,
beyond mind: and - beyond even soul as the
causal body. It is quite likely that the-Avat-
ara had come earlier in human form and

gone back to the Parm Dham. But in the
present birth he has descended in spite of

i having reached the state of Param Dham
. and Param Tattave earlier. This fact has
been mentionec by Date Dayal Ji; The Guru
of Param Dayal Ji Maharaj very clearly in
poem designated to param Dayal Ji. ‘In this
poem Data Dayal Ji points out thatin:a
. previous life, Pandit Faqir Chand Ji maha-
raj was Guru Hargovind and in‘that -life he
had not only attained perfection himself, but
. had also released many other bound souls.
In the very beg nning of the poem, he writes,

~Tiji Katha sunaon Tujh Ko Sun Sun Ke Chit Lana,
- Aur Ki Nahin Katha Yeh Pya:e Teri Katha Sunaon.”
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" *I relate to you third story. You must listen to it attent-
‘vely. This is not the story of any one else, but that of
your ownself. These words havz becn overlooked by the
-masses and even by very close disciples of Param Dayal
Ji while reading tbat poem. Itis at the end of this
poem that the immortal words given below are mentio-
" '‘nad:
“Tu To Aya Nar Dehi Men Dhar Faqir Ka Bhesa,
Dukhi Jivako Ang Laga Kar Le Ja Guru Ke Desa.”
" That is, “you have descended in human form and adop-
ted the garb of a Faqir so that you must lead the suffe-
ring sculs to the abode of the Supreme God’’ “Who
comes to take human form ? Only the Supreme Bemg
Ordinary Jiva does not come in buman form, he etther
- comes from the Jower form or from human form
‘without his own will. Only the Avatara assumes
(Dharan Karta Hai) the human body as did Lord
Krishna who is the highest Avtara among the Ten
Avataras, because he was also Param Tattva instead of
‘-being an incarnation only as was Param Dayal Ji
Maharaj. Among the Avataras of saints Param Dayal
" ji was and is the Param Tattva in human form. That
is' why Data Dayal Mabharishi Shivbrat Lal Ji
Maharaj used the words, *“Dhar Faqir Ka Bhesa”, and

In the mean time let me explain why have I called
him Jagat Guru. Jagat means that which changes and
Jagat Guru is that who goes beyond all changes and
whose teachings always remain permanent inspite of
the.changes in the whole cosmos. Param Dayal Ji has
stated this in many Satsangs. He has said that Guru
does not mean anything that changes. Guru is that
unchangeable Surat, the eternal part of hnman self, the
Sakhshi which is thc same in every man, but which has
not. been realized by every one. The perfect Guru is
aware af this ever-lasting reality, whereas ordinary soul
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is unawaae of this truth. Thats why Satsangs are neces-
sary to awaken this truth in the Satsangies. That is the
meaning of the statement. ‘A gaye Sat sang men to
Sang Sat ka Ho Gaya; Durmati Jati Rahi Aur Guru ke
Mat ka Ho Gaya: “That is, when a disciple comes to
attend the Satsang, he comes in touch with the Ultim-
ate Being of his Guru whom he wrongly takes to be
human. After knowing tnis truth, the wrong sense of
separation is lost by the disciple and he becomes aware
of the unity behind diversity.”

Durmati means wrong way of thinking. What is
the wrong way of thinking? The wrong way is to
forget that every one in reality is the manifestation®of
Param Tattva. When one forgets this, one hrtes, one
<heats, one exploits others and tells-lies for his own
selfish ends. In other words one becomes inhuman
unloving and hater of others The right view or the
removal of Durmati means understanding and practis-
ing humanity and love which unites. love unpites beca-
use in Surat all of us are omne, are united. Hatred.
divides and division or separation is the opposite of
true human nature. That is why the final verdict is
¢“Munushya Bano’’ Be perfectly human. In order to be
perfectly human, we must stop using unfair means to
gain our selfish desires especially at the cost of the
benefit of others. Tt is in this sense that Sant Tulsi
Dass exhxltad the virtue of helping others He said,
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“Par Hit Saris Dharam Nahin Bhai “Par Pida Sam
Nahin Adhamai.”

That is, “there is no religion higher than the duty
of benefitting other and there is no meanness worse
than causing pain to other.”” This simple behest is the
key to perfection. Tt is the key both to the happiness of

man here and the bliss hereafter. How Param Dayal Ji
has most beautifully laid down the rules and regulations

for the attainment of Manavta which is the real goal of
Sant Matt as that of the Eternal Path called Sanatan
Dharam would be revealed in the articles, that follow

TO
AMERICAN LADY—1971, NEW DELHI

I am truly a saint, My purst daughter ! I want to
tell you how the soul transcends time and space. The
medical science has discovered that the middle of the
forehead there is an organ, which seems to have no
significrncance in human brain This may be called
third eye. This third eye exists in the animals as well
as in the birds. In the case of animals and birds it does
have a special function. Whenever the e is some danger
unexpected heavy rainfall or storm the animals and
birds come to know about it beforec hand and flee f. om
danger. Thus the thiad eye is useful in animal kingdom.
Though the medical science has not yet discovered the
function of the third eye, yet the saints know how it
functions. In the case of man when it is opened the
cosmic rays vibrate in it and forewarn man about the
dangers. The animals and birdsa.e forewarned becuuse
of the similar function. The med cal science is trying to
find out ways and means to activiate this third eye of
man.
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Yesterday I had told you that Surat or spiritua?
attiention or self works or functions in physical body
and in mental realm of man. When this Surat is fed up
with body, mind and senses it craves to go beyond
them, because all these are the limitations and cause
sufferings to the self This enchantments called Vair-
agya or spontaneous detachment This leads man to
spiritual path. All great saints and spiritually realized
persons have experienced similar sufferings in thsir life
and these sufferings kave inspired them to follow tie
spiritual path and to emancipate the surat orself from
the physical and the mental realms No one can expe-
rience the function of the third eye without Vairagya
o; 7 spontaneous detachment. I don’t know why you
have chosen to follow this path. But I can guess that
there must have been some kind of dissatisfaction
experienced by you. I do not know this, but you do.

This dissatisfaction may be due to three causes.
One cause is some physical ailment, the other

is some physical impression from outside, the
third may be some domestic trouble from
husband and children. Whatever might be the
ci.rcumstances", whenever a person seeks this path, it
is because he suffers from ignorance of some kind.
The Buddha also was dissatisfied by the external world.
He saw a sick man, h: noticed public suffering and
also saw a funsral processioa. These sights stimulated
hi.n to contemplate within himself and to search out
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a heaven of peace for his Surat or soul, You perhaps £:
know about the Association of Research an Enligh%g
tment at Virginia Beach. The members of this Asso- %i
ciation met me in Delhi last year. They gave me a
book written on a- man called Edgar Cayce, who used
to give readings for the sick persons and also give

somz prophecies. How could he make prophecies
while he was asleep ? When a man goes to deep sleep
his attzation of the soul or Sur t dissociates itself from
the physical environment. [s it ‘not so ? Now every
human being is gifted by nature with the power of the
tnird eys. 3Butthere isa path for thos: who want to
penetrate through this third eye and gain the invisible
knowledge of things aad hippznings Those who weat
to attain this have to adopt certain mathods to become
oblivious of the paysical surroundings and ths physical
koowledge s> that they may bscome aware of that
kaowledge which comsz; :hrough the third eye. The
religion of saiats presceides a meatod which consists of
Simara or mezlitition oa som: holy nams :which
people call M-n*ram). This method helps the concent-
ration of th: mind on the centre of the forehead. This
concentration is possible byl the repetition of the
name cr the word given to the aspirant by his spiritual
Guide or Sp.ritual Father When a persv . thus engages
himself in Simarana, he rises above his physical sznses
“This third eye which is in the middle of the forehexd
is called Trikuti in our language. "0 my daughter!
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you and many other aspirants are bestowed with the
power of the third eye which has been discovered in
animals and birds. But people are ignorant of this
fact. This is the method and the procedure to develop
the inner vision which transcends the physical realm.
One has to follow the proper procedure with the
guidance of the Master.

I have stated that the spiritual development and .
the enjoyment of the bliss by Surat or self is possible |
only through Simaran. I have also told you that the
name or the word for 3imaran maust be given by the
master. This name or word has special signsficance for
the disciple. Unless this mezaning or sigaificance is
known to the disciple the mere repetition of it cannot
bring about spiritual development. I will clarify it with
an example. You know that if somebody eats or driaks
something sour in your presence, you might begin to
have the flow of saliva at the mere sight of it The
reason is that the sour object carries meaning for you.
Sometimes even the mention of lemon or a sour object
might cause the flow of saliva, because the word
carries a particular meaning to us. Similarly the spirit-
ual master gives a name which carries meaning,
The spiritual m.ster must have the practical experience
of that name and effect of tsat name himself.

This is necessary because when the disciple looks
at the expression of his master, who is enjoying the
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spiaitual bliss, he also feels the similar bliss by uttering
the name. Let me clarify this again with the same
example. When we look at the exppression and the
behaviour of a man who is tasting lemon, we spontan-
eously recall to our mind the effect to tasting lemon
and begin to experience the flow of salva. Similary
the association with the spiritual master just like the
association with the sour objects is necessary for exp-
eriencing the effect of Simarana, I have now reached
a state which is that of infinite peace. I have passed
through all the lower stages of cosmic rays, mental
regions and even spiritual regions. Due to this stage
the people who come into contact with me automaticg-
ily get spiritual benefit. Just as in human relations
you can infer whether another person is pleased or
displeased just by observing his behaviour, similarlv
one can infer and be benefitted spiritually by just being in
. the presence of the master. Thats is why the people who
are intouch with a true saint are benéfitted. This is
the law of nature. You have come from America to
India not accidentally, but due to your past Karmas or
His Will, nature’s will, Master’s will. God’s will. Master
may suggest any name for Simaran, what you have to
do is to meditate into your self through Simaran resul-
arly. Sometimes one rises above Simaran and some-
times even the longing of man is enough for spiritual

experience. This is the stage where a person reaches
a higher level. But Simaran helps a person to rise
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above the physical and mental levels and to be free
from the influence of wordly troubles and sorrows A
man without Simaran is shocked by urtoward happee-
ings  Everyone exneriences problems and difficulties
of life. But meditation which conveys the desire of the
solution to problems to the third eve, brings about the
resolution of the problems,

Let me give you another example. There is a
person who isa School master He came to me and
told that though he wasa school teacher, he used to
treat patients to supplement his income. But he was not
a registered medical practician.. He told “me that
about a year ago a very well-to-do man of the town
caﬁe to him for treatment. He prescribed a
narticular medicine to him, but that medicine had an
adverse effect, with the result that the patient was
almost on the death bed. Now the school master was
purturbed and became extremely nervous. He had not
known me before but he had full faith in God. He-
prayed earnestly. He said that a light appeared within
him and he saw my image in that light. He did not
know whose image it was. That image told him that he
should give another medicine to the patieat to save his
life. He said that he followed the advice and went to the
patient at midnight to administer the suggested medici-
ne. The patient was saved Afierwards he met somebo-
dy who was in my contact aad who gave him the books
containing my iectures. When he saw my picture he
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immediately recognized it, because of his experience
_of the appearance of its image.
