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THE MEANING OF NON-
VIOLENCE ACCORDING
TO GANDHI

Dr. I. C. Sharma Ji Maharaj

If the philosophy of Mahatma Gandhi- were to
be summed up in one word, that word would be
‘non-violence’, But this word ‘non-violence’, as used
by Gandhi, has a very wide connotation, which stands

for the love born of the universal element of Spirit
in man.

The concept of non-violence {Ahimsa) is very
old, It is at least as old as the Vedas, because the
command of the Vedas ‘Ma Himsyat Sarva. Bhutani’
means ‘Do not kill any living being’. The Jaina
Tirthankara Mahavira and the Buddha both advocate
Ahimsa, as the highest virtue, -Jainism placed non-
violence higher even than Truth and regarded
adherence to truth as the necessa:y corollary of non-
violence with universal compassion, But both these
‘great teachers advocated the practice . of Ahimsa in
the religious sphere with the sole purpose of leading

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sufferirg individuals towards the painless state of
Moksha, They were undoubtedly. religious - teachers,
and as such, thev did not apply this virtue as a
secular value,

Mahatma: Gandhi on the other hand, was the *
man of masses, interested in the, social, economic,
political and mundane well-being of the people, His
sole purpose was to bring down heaven on earth, by
spiritualizing secular life. He was the first to apply
the concept of Ahimsa to practical life and to give it
the widest possible connotation by identifying it with
truth, or God. He was led to this conclusion not
merely by deliberation, but by following the path of
Ahimsa, and thus by graduaily realizing its true signi-
ficance through expericnce,  Non-violence is a way
of Hfo, which is the means as well as the end of the
spiritual rcalization, it is the means because it brings

about universal love, compassion and fellow-feeling .
and a sense of justice. It is the end because_ absolute’
non-vickence is the highest ideal, the attainment of
which would convert a man to God, Though the
word non-viclénce secrs to be negative, yet ivt has a ¥
‘positive import,  In'the words of Mahatma Gandhi,
“Ahimsa means love in thc Pouline sense, and yet
sbnr;ething more than love, defined by St. Paul,
although I know St, Paul's beautiful definition is
good enough for all practical purposes, )
“Love in the English language has other

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connotations too, Gandhi advocated the cultivation
of truthfulness, humility, tolerance and loving kindness
as the necessary prerequisites for the votary of non-
violence, Non-violence, as such is the soul force,

which is the potential law of human nature and which
can be made manifest through the virtues of truth,

tolerance, humlhty and love. Gandhi says “non-

violence is the law of our species, as violenae is the
law of' the brute The spirit lies dormant in the
hrute and he does not know any law. The dignity
of man requires ‘obedience to a higher law.” It jg
therefore evident that for Gandhi non-violence is
neither a negative attitude of non-agression towards
the aggressor, nor does it merely mean avoiding
injury to tiny hvmg things, but it is an active force of
the highest order. It is soul-force within us,

Metaphysical Basis of Non-Violence -

Usually the metaphysical aspect of non-violence
is last sight of and people are misled to believe that
Gandhi preached pacifistic philosophy of mmeakness
and non-reéistance ““If somebody slaps you on the
left cheek turn your right cheek also towards him >
There is no doubt that Gandhi was influenced by
Christian ethics, but he was more a mystic in the
practical sense and had realized that non-violent

behaviour, when inspired from the innermost recess

of the human personality, is mightier than the mighties
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weapons on the face of the carth, Instead of entcring
into intellectual discussions of metaphysics and ethics,
Gandhi has applied ethics to concrete life, " He iden-
tified non-violence with truth and the truth with all

- pervasing God If God, as truth is the basis ‘and back-

ground of the universe and man, the only way to

- Godliness is the life of non-violence and love, So

God, Life, Truth and Love are identical, and all are
again the ultimate Good, This conviction of God
was - the greatest strength in the personality of
Mahatma Gandhi, which grew in him gradually
through inner experience. Gandhi did try to give
expression to his belief in the existence of God and
said, “There is an indefinable mysterious Power,
which pervades everything, I feel it, though I do

“not see it, It is the unseen power, which makes

isclf felt and yet defies all proofs bacause it is so
unlke all that I perceives through my senses, It
transcends senses, There is an orderliness in the
Universe, there is an unalterable law, governing
everything and every being that exists or lives.
Isitablind law? It is not a blind law for no
blind law can govern the conduct of human
beings.......... That law then which governs
all life is God......... I do dimly perceive that
whilst everything around me is ever changing, ever
dying, ther is underlying all that changes a living
Power that is changeiess, that holds all together that
creates, dissolves and recrcates, That informing
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Power or Spirit is God.......... In the midst of

_death life persists, in the midst f untruth truth per-

sists, in the midst of darkness light persists. Hence,
I gather that God is Life, Truth and Love, He s
Love. He is the Supreme God. He believed that

even the meanest person was capable of being refor- .

med because ‘man is the image of God.’

Armed with this conviction in Truth; Gandhi
was able to follow the path of non_-violence courd-
geously and fearlessly, Tt is true that without strong
conviction in the eternality of the Soul and the omni-
presence of the Truth, non-violence, as a mode of
life, tarns out to be a fiction,

Gandhi, true to his convictions, was replete with
deep love for all human beings, because he actually
lived up to his ideals which identified love with Truth
and Truth with ‘God. The application of non-
violence to the individual, according to Ganchi, was
»Gq‘d-realization, or getting nearer the Truth or God,
who is the source of human spirit, The aim of lLfe
is religion, but this religion is the religion of huma-
nity, " of love, of dedication, of social servioe and
self-devotion, Gandhi wrote, “[ am bcing led to
my religion through Truth and non-violence.........
I often describe my religion as Religion of Truth.
Of late, instead of saying God is Truth, I have being
saying, Truth is God. In order to define my religion
more, at one timé T used to know by heart a thousand
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fhames of God, . But now a days nothing s¢
completely describes my God as Truth, Denial of
God, we have known, but the denial of _ Truth, we
have not known, The most ignorant among mankind
has some truth in him, Wwe are all sparks of Truth,
the sum total of thege sparks is Indestructible, as yet
unknown Truth, which js God. I being daily led
hearer to It by constant prayer.”

Gandhi embodies . the spiritual  culture and
bractica} ethics, He has pointed out - that evil must
be hated, But at the same time we should never
hate the evildoer, Not only this, but we should

neither hear anybody’s evil, nor see, nor speak.

it,  We ought to love all human beings, good or
bad, kind of cruel, broadminded or selfish, because
the Spirit, centra] in them, is the Unitive Force,
According to Gandh_i, the aim of the path of
non-violence is the merger of the individual self into

the universal Self or God.  Gandhi’s notion about

death can be known from a note of consolation,
which he wrote to a friend. He wrote —

“I am sorry for your loss, which is .really no
loss, Death is but a sleep and a forgetting, This
is such a sweet sleep that the body has not to wake
again and the dead load of memory is thrown over-
broad...... When the isolated drops melt, they share
the majesty of the Ocean, to which they belong. In
isolation they die but to merge in the QOcean again.”
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Gandhi didn’t explain Lis noticn of liberation
or Moksha, because iiis aim like, that of the Buddha,
was not metaphysical exposition, but the practical
eradication of suffering and the well Being of whole
humanity, Gandhi was pragmatic. His aim of nou-
violence was self-purification. He says ;

{a) Non-violence implies self—pur'iﬁcati_on.

{b) Man for man, the strength of non-violence is
in exact.proportion to ¢he ability, not the will,
of the non-violent to inflict violence.

{c) Non-violence without expectation is superior
to violence,

{d) There is no such thing as defeat in non-
violence, but the end of violenceis surest
defeqt, '

(¢) The ultimate: end of non-violence is surest
victory.

Gandhi asserted that adherence to non-violence
was not restricted only to the personal sphere of an
individual, The goal of non-violent conduct is self-
purification on the one hand, and - social well;b'ci.ng
on the other. Gandhi’s religion is the religion of
Humanity, based on . the conviction that every -man
has the spark of Truth, non-viclence or Love in him,
So the best way to overcome evil is not to kill'the
evil-doer, but to change. his heart, by refusing to
retaliate, It is evident that Gandh’s religion has a
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social bearing., In his words : “For me there is fic
¢scape from social service, There is no happiness
on earth beyond or apart from it... .. Self-realization
always implies self-sacrifice, Indviduals or nations,
who would prectice non-violence, must be prepared

to sacrifice all except homour., The technique of”

non-violence lies in suffering-suffering with a view to
purify one’s ownself on the one hand, and to change
the heart of the aggressor on the other.”

He says, “If recognized leaders of mankind, who
have control over destruction, were to renounce their
use of destructive clements, permanent peace can be
obtained”

Commenting upon the Gandhian notion of Truth
and non-violence Louis Fischer writes, “Truth is
identification with God and bumanity, From Truth
non-violence is born. ... . ?  “There is nothing wrong
in everyman following Truth according to his lights’”
says Gandhi from Yervada Mandir, Fach person
Mmust be true to his own truth. But if the seeker
begins to destroy those who see truth in other ways,,
he would recede from Truth, How can one realize
God by killing or hurting 2’

An organized non-vidlence, which would bring
a reign of love and peace, appears to be the only
remedy against organized violence, which has given
anlicensed freedom to hatred, disorder and destruction,

He requested me to give a short discourse.,

Although I had declared that there would be
Mo satsang on that day, yet I could not rcfuse and
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disappoint my dear Rajesh, I did give a satsang and
the satsangces were overwhelmed, Satsangs were deli-
vered on March 15 and 16 also. We started from
Aligarh on March 16 at 10 a.m. and reached
Khatauli ;n the afternoon, - On reaching there we
came to know that a satsang has already been
announced in Muzaffar Nagar on March 17 early
“morning. So we had to rush to Muzaffar Nagar
after having our lunch and rest for a few hours,
We reached Muzaffar Nagar late in the evening, took
rest at night and returned to Khatauli after delivering

tho satsang, The satsangees of Khatauli were
overjoyed.

The satsangs were arranged by Mr, Rupendra
Batra, as usual, in Muzaffar Nagar. Once, during
our stay at Muzaffar Nagar, we went to the :village
of Mundhvar and once to the village of Chakwal on
the repeated requests of the satsangees of these
villages. All the satsangees of these villages and,
especially Mr. Ram Narayan Tyagi and his devoted
.family requested me that I should visit these villages
‘at Jeast oncc every year. I'love the villages and the
villagers very much, I still feel that the villagers are
‘pure hearted and dedicated, Their love is selfless,
I had experienced this fact in 1962, when T was
appointed as the p;esigiing officer in-the . general elec-
tions of the Assemblies and the Parliament of India
in a remote village in Rajastham . Perhaps I- have

tioning it again to show that my experiences about -
the villages and villagers have been wonderfu], [
will try to explain my experience in short, In that

- beacefully and withoyt the help of the police,

I called the heads of both the . parties where [
Was staying. There were other villagers a!so present,
T asked them ; “I wapt to know for how long have

you been living in thjs village 7

‘They answered ; <, have beep living in this
village for hundreds of years. Our ancestors lived
here.- We do our business here and live Ppeacefully,

We had no problem till the two politica] parties made >
.u3 divided, - One candidate is from the Congress -
Derty ; his name is Mr, Modi, and the other candi- .

date Mr, Gupta belongs to the Jansangh party, I ©

asked them, “Have you met or seen Mr, Modi or
Mr. Gupta bersonally ? Dijg any of them ever visit
the village before the election 7
They said, “No, we have Dot seen or met them
‘personally, because they .have never visited our
~illage,”
I said, “My dear innocent pecple, you say that
AN
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" you.do not know Mr. Modi or Mr. Gupta personally.
" ‘Both these business men are fighting for their selfish
ends and one of them will win. .1am astonished
that you have forgotten the love .of neighbour, But
how can you forsake the love you had for cach other
- for centuries simply to please a capdidate you

have never seen ? You haven’t scen them before
nor will you sce them ever afier the poiliﬁg is over,
héy will fish your votes and one of them will be
clected. Do yon think that cither of the tvo will
_help you in the time of your ueed ? They are scliish
demagogucs having ro love for you. Why, then, are
-you quarreiiing with one anoth%r, ready to shed blood
for these selfish demagogues.? You should not
quarrel with one another, Cast your votes peacefully.”
The innocent villagers were impresséd and they
acted on my advice, The polling was_held peacefully
and the authorities were simply. surprised. But the
collector was worried, apprehénding that there would
be violence. So he had insisted that I should deploy
“armed police near the election centre,  But I refuséd
.to do so and sent back armed guard, I refused
to take any help of the police.
My talk with both the parties was so effective
‘that the -election was held most pcacefully, The
young and the old men and women voted ﬁcacefully,
After the election, we had to leave for. Jaipur,
When we got ready to start, all the villagers guthered
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round our bus to give us a wonderful farewell, They
brought some small gifts and meals for us, I could
see the selfless Iove from their innocent faces, Every-
body felt that we had some common bond of love
between us as if we knew one another for years,
You see my dear ones | how Jove can conquer
everyone,

On the basis of this wonderful experience during

the election, I have told you that I have a special
love for the villagers. 1 really did enjoy visiting
these two villages and was overwhelmed, Ido feel
and sincerely wish that Ishould visit the smal] villages
very often, But it is not possible,  Yes, it can be
_possible when people of the villages get together at
one point and organize satsang at thét place,

I think that if Manavata Dharma, Santmat of
Sanatan Dharma is taught in the viHages with sincere
efforts, politics can be purified and the country can
be saved frotirviolence,

After completing the tour of Muéaﬁ‘ar Nagar
we started for Sarsonheri on March 20, we had a
good gathering in Sarsonheri ag uswal, After Sarson-
heri we went to Yamuna Nagar and  from there we
started for Hoshiarpur and reached Manavata Mandir
‘on March 22, I had to watch elaborate arrange-
ments for Vaisakhi, So stayed in Hoshiarpur til]
Vaisakhi ‘continuously, [ was left behind in corres-
“"{jence' So I completed it and also wrote the
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monthly message during this period,

Although the function of Vaisakhi was to be
celebrated on April 12 and 13, yet people started
coming to Manavata Mandir from April 4, like every
year, I appreéiate the enthusiasm of such people
who devote their precious time and money to be at
Hoshiarpur on the festival of Vaisakhi.

Param Sant Param Dayal Ji Maharaj had started
the celebration of Vaisakhi Festival in 1962 in
Manavata Mandir. On this occasion he used to give
most spiritual and inspiring discourses on the basis
of his own experiences, He used to invite the heads
of their religions and also the Acharyas, whom he
had appointed, Everybody was given the opportunity
to express his or her thoughts on the stage, Param
Dayal Ji Maharaj said repeatedly that the outer Guru
awakens your inner Guru, Not only this, but a true

Perfect Master is one, who realizes the presence of

his own pure self everywheré, inside and outside and
awakens the consciousness of that Indestructible Wit-
ness in the disciple, on’ the basis of his own
expericnce.
