Background of Indian

Democracy

The adoption of democracy and its progress in
Indla have given confidence to its people, In spite
of social, political and economic handicaps, India has
not given up her democratic ideals and is marching
forward, She has not been obsessed “by any tradi-
tions and superstitions, usually present in ancient
cultures, Revolution and violent changes take place
in a society, which is tenamous and unprogressive,
But when a culture is dynamxc ever-evolving and
pragmatic, it helps a society or nation to adjust itself
to the changing environment, The very fact that
Indian culture has survived the test of time and still
provides the broad base of modern democracy, is the
proof of its being dynamic and evolutionary,

It is a strange phenomenon that India’s culture

is growing, It has absorbed in itself various elements -
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of diverse cultu‘res, nationalities and languages, Its
“unity in diversity”’ has always been responsible for
its evolution and adjustability, = The culture of India
is not only dynamic and evolutionary, but is also
deeply spiritual in nature, When I use the word
sspiritual’, I do not mean something concerning depar-
ted souls or ancestor worship popular in China and
Japan, By ‘spiritual’ I mean that inner aspect of
human personality, which expresses itself in the crea-
tion and appreciation of art, poetry, music, drama,
sculpture and even of mechanical and technological
devices. Without the acknowledgement of this posi-
tive immanent reality of the spirit or soul, a culture
is bound either to regemerate into nihilism and in-
activism, o: to a soulless totalitarianism,

The scientific and logical basis of the spirituality
of Indian culturé gives conviction and - confidence to
its adherents and also a unique power to outlive the
storm and stress of life, as many western schojars have
wrongly supposed.  On the contrary, it is a positive
practical philosophy, which brings about a synthesis
of the religious and the secular, the spiritual and the
mundane and of intuition and reason, Indian philo-
sophy is a mode of life rather than a speculation,
which aims at the integrated development of the
individual, as well as that of the socity.

Man is an integrated whole of body, mind,
intellect (reason) and soul. The body represents the
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earth element the mind represents the moon element,
the intellect represents the sun element, and the soul
represents galactic center, However, one individual

may differ from another in the predommance of one .

of these aspects over the other three, A person
physically stronger than others, may have. the predo-
minance of the earth element in him and his other
aspects of personality may be weak, Such a person
would be fit for adopting a profession in which physi-
cal strength is the prerequisite, Similarly, a person
whose mental power is more predominant than- the
other three elements, would be suited to the” profes-
sion, where the skilled labour art, engineering etc,,

are necessary, The person with predominant mtehect
would be fit for the administrative profession, Lastly,
a person with the spiritually predominant natue would

be best suited for the professions of teaching philo- «

sophy and the priesthood, 1In fact, this is how the
~caste system in India was generated, Its original basis
Wwas not birth, but the natural inclination and the
profession, adopted by individuals,

The.physical]y predominated persons formed the
caste, known as Shudras, or the labour class, the
mentally predominant were called Vaishyas, or the
skilled labour class, The intellectually predominant
were called Khatriyas, or administrative class, The
spiritually predominant people, were called Brahmans
or priests. They adopted the profession of teachers

]
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and spiritual guides, whose aim in life was to promote
the well-being of all human beings, irrespective of
caste, creed and nationality.

Corresponding to these four aspects of human

nature and society, four values of life have been laid -

down. These four values, Purusharthas, or ends of
life are as follows :(—

(1) Artha, or wealth (economic value),

(2) Kama, or love (emotional value),

(3) Dharma, or duty '(ethical value),

(4) Moksha, or spiritual liberation (spiritual
value).

All these four values are 'equally important for
the integrated development of the individual and of
society. Wealth or economic value is essential for
the physical body of an individual and the material
aspect of the society. Kama, or love, or satisfaction
of desires is required for the normal development of
mind and the artistic aspect of society, Duty or
ethical value leads to the intellectual development of
the individual and the administrative aspect of society.
Finally, spiritual liberation, or. sclf-realization
brings about the ~development -of the spiritual
aspect of the individual and of the society. The
recognition of individual differences, so far as the
physical, mental and intellectual aspects are concerned,
is not rejected.  After all, individuals are not homo-
geneous and the levelling -down of society by any
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totalitarian method would be going against nature,
But the underlying spirit which transcends the physical
mental and social differences, makes us conscious of
‘unity in diversity’ and ‘harmony in discord’, Thus
Indian democracy, which avoids both the extremes

“of totalitarianism and extreme individualism, is in
keej')ing' with the tradition, the philosophy and the
culture of India, Although India has adopted western
democracy and has accepted industrialization as the
means of the economic and political development of
her people, yet she js temperamentally disinclined to
crush her ethical and spiritual values by adopting any
kind of forced euqality among her people,

India’s culture has sustained her spirit throughout,
She has been able to survive devastating foreign
attacks, atrocities of fanatic kings and British Imperia-
lism, without losing her spirit,  Although the body
of India has been conquered by foreign invaders
many times and such conquest has brought about
social, political and cconomic degeneration from ‘time
to time, yet her spiritual background still stands ag
the redeeming feature of. Indian culture, During
thc middle ages, when India lost her political freedom,
many salutary traditions were lost and the ignorant
masses fell victim to superstitions and blind faith,
During this period the degeneration of the caste
system, which was originally viable and free from

hereditary bias, started, This social degeration was
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definitely man-made and embodied"the very opposite
of the essence of Indian culture and philosophy.

There are many misunderstandings among
Westerners with tegard to the evils of the caste systeni
in India, Most of the people are given to unders
stand that the untouchable or the so-called lower
castes cannot change_,thelr professmn In fact thg
caste system is no bar to any md1v1dual SO fa1 as the
adootlon of any professwn or occupatxon is concer-
ned, Mlsmformed foreigners are under the impres-
sion that higher castes say Brahmans or Kshatrryas
are all rich and so-called Tower caste people are all
poor. That is not true, Many people of the lower
class, who are business men are Very rich, while most
of the Brahmans, who have not changed their priestly
profession, are very poor. As a matter of fact, the
caste system in India does not exist in the form
which most of the people imagine, Therg are millions
of Vaishyas and Brahmans who are pauper and some
of so-called untouchables are big industrialists, engi-
neers, businessmen, admlmstrators members of legis-
latures and ministers.

The picture of caste system is ccrtainly different
from the one depicted in the foreign journals and
newspapers. Indian culture is not static and opposed
to economic, social or political changes. It has no
prejudice against the use oF machinery etc, It is not
the case that Indians were heathens before British
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occupied India and became enlightened by the magical
touch of British imperialism. On the contiary, adjusta-
bility—social, political and economic—is the very

essence of Indian culture and philosophy, To strip -

Indid of her cultural and political history, to disinherit
her from her spiritual heritage and to regard her as
the creation of British liberation is to deny the indivi-
duality of Indian democracy,

Modern democracy is no doubt a Western con-
cept and its practice, as a system of government, did
develop and reach its climax in the West. It is also
true that Indian leaders like Gandhi and Nehru, were
educated in the West and were inspired by Western
history and democracy. But the adoption of demo-
cracy in India would not have been possible, if India
had no cultural traits suitable to democracy, Gandhi
dedicated his life to the cause of Indian freedom not
only because he was educated in England, but his
being true Indian in essence which helped him to get
freedom for his beloved country,

Patriotism is not generated by imitating any
foreign cuituie, but by recogaizing the worth of one’s
own national heritage., Gandhi was the embodiment
of Indian culture, His methods, concepts and goals
were purely Indian, Before  Gandhi, the national
movement was led by the great patriot Lokmanya

‘Balgangadhar Tilak, This great leader of India was.

ot educated abroad, He lead his life according to

&
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the precepts of Gita, and even Gandhi followed him
in this respect. Had Tilak not died suddenly, Gandhi
would have remained in the background. This dyna-
mic person gave a powerful push to the freedom
movement, and even after his death, his views were
the source of inspiration to all Indian patriots.and
political leaders. My purpose in -referring #t’gfthe
deep-rooted Jove of Lokmanya Tilak for Indian
culture is to point out how Indian philosophy and
culture have played an indispensable role in the
political history of India.

This aspect of the evolution of Indian democracy
is little known to the majority of people. There is
no doubt that economic and technological aid from
the West has strengthened Indian democracy, but
we should not forget the fact that the progress of
democracy is inseparably associated with Indian
culture, The introduction of decentralization is the
biggest achievement of the democratic experiment in
India. The establishment of Panchayat (village
essembly) systen 1s helping the economic development
of India. India is rich in resources and the economic
development of the country will certainly be exploited
by the adoption of technology and automation, The
enthusiasm of the people and the introduction of
democratic decentralization, which has given political
and administrative responsibility, will boost Indian
economy,
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" "Hindu 1eligion has no prejudice against sex and
birth control, After. the family planning' programime
was introduced and the advantages of planned” family
were known to the people of India, even the illiterates
€ame forward to adopt the methods of birth-control,
This will-certainly have a check on the population;
The liberation of Indian culture is a unique factor;
I was surpised to see that in some countries in the
Western' world a ‘doctor is not allowed by law to
advise'on'family'planning, But you see that in India
family planning is not only a very important function
of the medical department, but it is becoming
a vogue,

India’s cultural background makes her people
adjust easily to new situations, Although India isa
‘young democra'cy, yet it has excelled even the oldest
democracies in granting equal opportunites to women
in politics and other fields, There are hundreds of
women who are elected members of the state legisla-
tive assemblies and Parliament, In every state there
-are. women cabinet ministers and also ministers in
‘Federal cabinet, There are women ambassadors;
governors and administrators, It is noteworthy that
India is the country which has provided the first
‘woman president of the United Nations, Tt is because
of India’s rich culture that the position of women js
.most imporfant and exalied, According t6 Hindu
¢ulture, woman is highly respectable. Women had
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greater freedom in ancient times, ThE ceremony of
Swayamvara, in which the women were allowed to

choose their own husbands, was very common, There
is ample evidence for the presence of co-education
in the hermitages in the hoary past of India, Women
had a un'que position, There were many. women ©
philosophers and preachérs, No religious ceremony,
performed by a man, was considered complete without
the participation of his wife, A Sanskrit verse says,

“Wherever women are worshipped, there the gods

move about,” Even God is called Ardhnanshwar 1e.,
half woman,

Although these cultural tralts centermg on the
equality of women were supressed during ‘the sub-
jugation of Indxd yet they were dormant in Indian
society, That i is why, during the struggle fer mde-
:pendence Indian women stood shoulder to shoulder
with men and made great sacrifices, Thousands of
women came forward actively to court imprisonment
Mrs, Kamla Nehru is one of the examples, Her death
was itself a great sacrifice to enable Mr. Nehru to
serve his country, Similarly the names of Mrs,
Kasturba Gandhi, Mrs, Vijaya Laxmi Pandit, Mrs,
Sarcjni Naudu, Raj Kumari Amrit Kaur, Prime
Minister Mrs. Indra Gandhi and others will ever shine
in the political history _of modern India,

During an armed tevolt in India against the
British in 1857, a brave woman Laxmi Bai, the queen
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of Jhansi, a great heroine led this war of indepen-
dence,. She fought in the battlefield bravely and was
killed in action. She fought using a sword in each
hand simultaneously, Her name is the source of
great ihspiration to women even today, In brief, we
can say that in every generation India has produced

thousands of women whose existence helped to-civilize
the country,

India’s rich heritage make Indian democracy a
unique system of government, Democracy is bound
to differ in its operation from country to country and
culture to culture, Indian democracy is an amalgam
of Eastern and Western cultures, But she will never
give up her rich spiritual heritage, Values always
make men humaxi. We should always remember that
-man, the maker of science. _and systems is himself
above ideologies,

After the conclusion of Vaisakhi festival, I mostly
stayed in Hoshiarpur upto Guru Purnima till July
8, 1990 becanse soon after that date I had to
proceed for foreign tour, During this period I under-
took a brief Satsang tour -to Kannauj, Didarganj and
the vicinity im the last week of May ’90. While
returning I also visited Yamuna Nagar in Haryana.
The main reason for this tour was my Vvisit to.Rohil-
khand University in Barailly for my academic engage-
ment, Evea though I have retired from teaching and
research from Universities in U.S.A. as well as India
since 1982 from the post of professorship, yet many
Universities have still associated me with the academic
activities because of my long experience and reputa-
tion in the area of philosophy. Consequently when-
ever T am on a foreign tour, I have to fulfill some
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academic commitments in the universities in England
and US.A. I am recognized as a supervisor for
Ph.D. in philosophy and have to guide several
students for this purpose every year. At-least five
students work under my guidence in Ph, D, every
year. When anyone of these students completes his
desertation and all- the formalities are complete, I
have to act as one of the examiners for'the viva-voce
of that candidate, That was the reason why I had
to visit Barailly by the end of May ’90. Consequently
the Satséng::fbpr to Kanﬁauj was ajso arranged.:

In Kannauj 'we sfayed one day at. Mékrand
Nagar and the seeond day in Didarganj for satsang.
‘The satsangis attended both these discourses in large
-numbers from different adjojning. areas of Kannauj,
. The first night we stayed at Makrand Nagar and the
next morning as well as evening we stayed in Didar-
ganj where the evening satsang was very effective,
Next morning we returned to Makraﬁ.d Nagar and
held one satsang i the morning and one in evening,
Here also a large number of satsangis from near by
villages, Bhatta Kothi, Kanpur, Lucknofv and Mishrik
Tirtha participated in the discourses, It is important
to mention here that Ach, Krishna Mohan Srivastava
of Mishrik Tirtha and Ach.

garden under the shade of tree, The driver of our

chariot-like Matador Sri Harbans Lal drove us to-

wards the garden, The sun was extremely hot. It

look us some time to locate the garden, While

driving in the garden we discovered a place which

was cool on account of the shade of the trees above

it and the carpet of green grass under our feet, We

yed the meals under the cool shade, Ach, K. M.
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Srivastava brought us cold water in thermos. In the
nieantime Miss Sadhana had served the lunch in
paper-plates on the sheet of cloth stretched for all
of us, We all enjoyed the meals. We occupied our
seats in the Metador at 2 p.m., Here Ach. K. M.
Tiwari and Ach, K, M. Srivastava had to depart
from us because they had to catch- bus for Lucknow,
Before we started, both of them, while bidding us
fare-well in that garden, shed tears because of the
pangs of separation, as they were standing outside the
Metador, Their tears of love was justified. The
flow of love of the satsangis expressed during the
satsang ‘had impressed them deeply, as a result of
which tears flowed from their eyes.

written two letters of consolation to that family before’

starting from Hoshiarpur, I was told that those letters
had not been received in Ramgarh due to some un-
forseen reasomns, Therefore I decided that we should
go to Hoshiarpur next morning via Ramgarh. Mr,
Ramesh, Chandra also accompanied us to Ramgarh the
next day.

1t appeared that our visit to Ramgarh was most
appropriate, The whole family had been awating
my letter, They were overwhelmed on seeing me in
person, After consoling them for two hours by ex-
plaining the spiritual significance of the departure of
the young boy,. the family was consoled, It. was
reported that Late Sri Jagannath Gupta had declared
before his death that his younger son Wwas dearest to
him and that he would always be with him (Mr.
Jagannath), That is why this accident became the
means of the youngest SOn’s departure to the Final
Abode to join his father earlier than expected, My
visit to this family was beneficial because the family
wes not deciced whether they should invite the whole
\ llage for dinner on the occasion of the celebration
oi the death anniversary ¢f Sn Jagannath Ji on the
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3rd June as usual or not, I suggested that. there
should be no feast for the residents of the village,
and that the anniversary must be celebrated with the

. from outside the village, TFhis suggestion was gladly
accepted by all the members of family and the anni-
- Versary was celebrated on the. 3rd June at the site of
the memorial. Temple of Late Sri Jagannath Gupta
most enthusiastically, .

We arrived in Hoshiarpur on the 30rh May.
There is no doubt that we had to face scorching heat
of the sun during this tour. Everyone said that tour
. should not be undertaken in such a hot season. I,
. however, felt that if I had not gone on this tour, the
- famﬂi‘es of Late Jagannath of Ramgarh would have
been frustrated, and the satsangis of Yamuna Nagar
- as well would have been disappointed, When I
repeatedly say that in spiritual life one should rise
above the dualities of pleasure and pain, loss and
gain, heat and rain, and victory and defeat, and
when I have to obey the orders of Parani Dayal Ji
Maharaj regarding the service to the satsangis, I
should practice this integrative Yoga and rise above
. these antinomies while'lindertaking the satsang tours,
This is what actually happened during the above
mentioned tour, The will power in man is the power
of the Existence of The Supreme Element in him,

The qu.:tcn arises : How far is man free in
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- his voluntary actions ¢ Or, are all actions performed
by us completely free, or, they are determined by
environment ¢ This question can be answered from
two points of view. One point of view is that of
determination or fatalism, The second is that of
indeterminism,  According to determinism, every
event in the universe is determined by the law of
cause and effect. Every event or happening has a
definite cause. Science has made progress on the
basis of the Law of Cause and Effect. Nothing
happens in nature without a cause, 'C'onsequén‘tl‘y
science has made many inventions by understanding
the cause of every event and by controlling it, “Ifa
particular pattern of conditions cause an’event, the
same event or effect will repeatedly occur under the
same conditions, For example, water is the effect of
the combination of two parts of Hydrogen and qn?:
part of Oxygen gas. Whenever we combine ,.Hydfq-
gen and Oxygen in the ratio (Hzo), its effect will
always be water, It proves that every event is deter-
mined by a particular cause, This determination is
hundred percent applicable in the world of Matter
and plant life, This very physical determinism makes
us send the space-ships to moon and other planets
accurately. When the events of nature are mechani-
cally determined by its antecedent cause, the actions
of man, including voluntary actions, should also be
detegmined in the same way.
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“If determination can be applied to all the actions
of man, his voluntary actions must also be mechanj-
cally predictable, But it does not appear to be the
case. Suppose I go to a cloth—merchants shop to by
a piece of cloth for my new suit. The sales-man’
shows me two pieces of woollen cloth of two
different colours, [ have to opt for one of the two
colors, Before making my "decision, I reflect in my
mind and argue with myself, At first I think that
the blue colour would be desirable because the colour
of sky is also spiritual color, Then I think that green
color will be better because it is healing color, Besides
I also have a tie of green color already with me,
Soon after reflecting a little more, I feel that green
colour is no good. It symbolizes the begottedness of
Muslims, I also remember that I already have a
green color suit which I got tailored two years ago,
After considering the pros and cons I decice that I
should buy the blue color woolen cloth,

After taking this decision, I have the right to
say that I made the final choice myself freely, This
action of mine is, therefore, not determined be any
external circumstances, It is so because no one can
predict that T would mecham‘cally choose the blue
colour in the same way as the particular ratio of
Hydrogen and Oxygen when combined, would necs-
sarily produce water, owever the psychical determi-
nation challenges my volition, According to itgven
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though I had not decided to chose the blue color,
before entering into the shop of the cloth-merchant,
yet the atoms of my body and the unconscious wishes
of my mind had already determind that I would
prefer blud color to the green, The difference between
man’s voluntary actions and the event of - production
of water from gases is due to the fact that in the case
of physical event, like that of water, we are fully
aware of the conditions which produce the effect,
whereas we are not aware of all physical and psychic
causes of the voluntary actions, If we could have
such comprehensive knowledge, we would be able
to predict the voluntary action as well, Thus the
above meniioned example weuld not be an exception
to mechanical determinism, This view is calied psy-
chic determinism,

The view which is contrary to determinism, is
called Jibertarianism or indeterminism, According to
this view - point, man’s voluntary actions are comple-
tely free from external circumstances, Therefore we
cannot forecast the behaviour of man, Had man
been determined in his actions eompletely by external
circumstances, like the mineral kingdom and plant
kingdom, we would be able to predict his behavior.
Since we cannot do so, the libertarian view appears
to be right, But if we consider 1this matter minutely,
it would be evident that the actions of man, particu-
larly the voluntary actions based on the freedom of
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will, are not absolutely free or chaotic, His voluntary
.actions are not impulsive like the actions of the
animals. A dog, when hungry, might snatch away
the .bread from a littlc child and deprive him of
cating his food, But a rational moral mmn would
not do so. In other words, man is limited in his
freedom, In his case, freedom means giving a parti-
cular pattern to restrict his actionsi on the basis of
intelligence and to bring them under a discipline, If we
were to consider man to be absolutely free and impul-
sive, there would be no discipline in the society, in
politics or in ‘ethics, This would lead to a chaos,
Man’s freedom consists in the self-limitation of his
freedom, Therefore, it can be said that man’s volug-
tary actions are neither machinically determined by
external circumstances, nor are they irrational, impul-
sive actions like those of the animals, In other
words, his actions are nejther absolutely determined,
nor are they absolute, On the contrary, they are
self-determined because they are inspired by the soul
of man, '

The freedom of will in man and his being *self-
determined, proves that he has in him that indistruc-
tible part of Supreme Element which is different from
all the physical, mental and spiritual experiences and
that very element is indistructible aspect, There is no

doubt that fructifying action of man is immutably
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f determined, The following words of Sant Tulsidas
\ are also significant :

“The whole cosmos is determined by the law of
