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honour their tombs, This happens everywhere in
the world, Very few people care for their living
fathers, but after their death they perform ceremonies,
feeding the priests and celebrating their death anni-
versaries, What is the use of becoming slaves to
superstitions and rituals ?

Do not follow the old rut, Stop worshipping the
dead and be connected with living persons, living

expression, and living reality wholeheartedly. Dead
pbysicians cannot prescribe medicine for you, by
uttering a dead name, what can you gain by organizing
festivals and free dinners on the graves of
the dead ?

If you have a nose, do enjoy the fragrance of
the blooming rose flower, You cannot get fragrance
from roses made of paper, or by the picture of roses,
If you have ears, you should hear the discourses
of the living masters, which contain a special technique
of living happily in the present, The words of
the dead cannot inspire your mind, If you possess
eyes, you should have the vision of the body of a
living Guru, You cannot gain much from the
picture or biography printed on paper, Are you
dead or living ? If you are dead Yau can have contact
with the dead, Butif you are living, you should
behave like a living person. You should have a
broader outlook, cosmopolitan mind and universal
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awareness, You shculd never entertain enmity or

jealousy against anyone; neither indecision nor bias
about religious belief,

In the journal Vigyani, we present all aspects of
truth., You may select anyone of those aspects, If
your mind is not prepared to accept a particular view,
you should forget about it for the present, The
proper time will come when you will be able to
discern the truth in that view, Truth and Reality are
all pervasive,

It has already been said, and let me remind you
again, that you should not miss your golden oppor-
tunity, The clarion call for departure,is being soun-
ded, Everyone of us has to depart, Why should you
be a victim to laziness. Is it not ignorance ?

The time is ever changing, Whatever existed
yesterday does not exist today. That which you see
today will cease to exist tomorrow, That which
you regard as truth is cnly relatively so, The sun
shines in the day time, Itis true in the day. At
night it disappears, so it is upture 2t that time,
The same is the case Wwith regard to religious
and educational research. Everbody is proceeding
aecording to his or her own viewpoint, but no one is
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looking towards Reality,

Pt. Faqir Chand Ji Maharaj

This world of ours is real, Those who declare it
unreal are merely expressing their own opinion,
Aspirants or seekers who withdraw their attention from
the outside world and concentrate or meditate on
their ideal within, do exnerience some enlightenment
and bliss, Being intoxicated with that little bliss for
a time, they take this mental image of theirs as real
and the outside world as an illusion or unreal, The

world may be a mental construct, or an ihusion,

“from their point of view, but that does not prove

that the world doesn’t exist at all, Even though this
world appears to be unreal, a dream, in the opinion
of those meditators, yet it is a subject of sight and
seeing. People who are involved in worldly or material
events can never think that this world is not real,
So it is foolish to think that this world is an illusion
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from any point of view,

Saints, or the perfect Masters, talk consistently
and factually, According to them this world is real
as long as we are in the physical body and in the
conscious state, This reality, or truth, is called the
universal consciousness or Bhuloka, In this state we
are aware of the worldly process, Howe er, although
human  awareness experiences  everything of
the process of the world, it is not able to
find stability in worldly affairs, It meets rejection
and failure at every step, Being frustrated, the Surat,
or human awareness, is compelled to raise the
following questions :-

People who raise such questions are the seekers
of knowledge_. or Jigyasus. Some, being unable to
fulf)l] their desires in their waking life, go to the
refuge of Yogis, or saints, who may help them,
Although such people struggle hard to achjeve their
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cherished goal, they bow down to the Gurusto rece- T
ive their blessings, only for their worldly successes,

Such persons are called devotees, or Bhagtas,

Another type are those who are inspired to
engag: themselves in helping the needy and suffering
people who are oppressed by the troubles of the
world, Such great people are known as saints, and
they have frequently been the founders of great reli-
gions or faiths, They devise a technique by which
the masses can be set free from suffering, Lord
Krishna, Gautama Buddha, Jesus Christ, and
Mohammed are examples of such, in the history of
the world,

Swami Shiv Ji Maharaj (Swami Ji Maharaj), an
incarnation of the Supreme Person, witnessed the
Indian Revolution of the Army for India’s Independence
in 1857, The cruelties and atrocities of the revolution
deeply affected bis sensitivities, Since he was a man of
compaséion and a great lover of humanity, he tried
dispassionately to find the causes of the revolution,
and came to realize that ignorance of the true meaning
of religion, and fanaticism in religions and sects, were
to a great extent responsible, People everywhere
commit cruelties and atrocities in the name of religion,
and certainly that revolution was not free from
religious bias,
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As a result Swami Ji was prompted to write
Hidayatnama ; The Yoga of Light and Sound, a
a small bo >k, designed to remove the ignorance of
the religionists, and also for the innocent people who
are influenced by those religionists, He said that
the true seckers who want to know and see God and
follow the true religion, should associate with the
saints, Why did he say this ? Because at that time
religi. us sentiments were rife all over India, hundreds
of religious denominations and sects having cropped
up among the Hindus and Muslims, Today with
more tolerance, religious differences are not as tense
as they were just a few decades ago.

It has been observed that a person usually will
stay with an idea or thought, once influenced by it,
and is not ready to give it up easily until or unless he
is influenced by some other thought or idea which " is
more vital than the previous one, Swami Ji Maharaj
reinforced the spiritual belief, predominant among
people at that time, of God and religion, naming the
Supreme Truth as the “Supreme !Master”. There is
no doubt that Swami Ji did use common religious
symbolism of the day to illustrate “his point, but his
intention was to help ignorant people (whose only
defense is religion) to know the Truth, Swami Ji’s
chief disciple, Param Sant Rai Sahib Salig Ram Ji
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Maharaj, says, “Swami Ji examined and expounded
the path of union with God and true religion and

also maintained the highest status of the Religion of
Saints,”

Since the worship of God as an Avatara is the
dominant religious concept among Hindus, Swami Ji
Maharaj named the Truth or Ultimate Reality, the
Supreme Master or Ultimate God, so that he might
attract  the attention of those people who were
absolutely dependent on doctrine ard ritual. The
Master instructed that one should associate with saints,
if one is keen to see the Supreme God face to face.
The aspirant is advised to gaze at the face of his
Master continuously, without ‘the blink of an eye,
Actually, this is the best way to concentrate one’s
mind, which is always busy pondering some problem
or other. A saint or a Faqir bas a subtle mind and
his vibrations will certainly help the disciple to fix
his mind at one point, The company or " assoctauon
of saints helps the disciple to become like saints, since
no one can ever have the discrimination or the ability

to understand the Truth without that fixity of. mind,

In an interview, one disciple of Param Dayal
Ji Maharaj asked many important questions about the
pature of the spiritual search, His answers wiil help
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Disciple --Hazur, what is a saint or Fagqir ?

Faqir :---A saint or Faqir is one who really lives
in the essence of Reality, or in Satloka, the region of
Truth, Heis absolutely free from anger, jealousy,
fear, hatred and the idea of duality, All tendencies s
(Samskaras) and mental apprehension are integrated
in him in his normaj state. He has a very stable
mind, a stability which is aftainable only through strict ¢
discipline. Like a aeep peaceful ocean, the saint is "
one who lives his life without being disturbed,

Disciple :—Why are there opposing groups even K

in the centers, the Ashrams of saints, fighting with
one another ?

Fagir :— Unless and until a person reaches the
state of sainthood, he cannot.be free from defects or
deficiencies, So it is. quite - patural that - persons,
living in such institutions are- not free from the
dualities, They may create. misunderstandings, But <
it is best to overlook their faults and continue to
benefit from the saints, In the words of Swami Ji
Mabharaj :—
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Sadguru Khojo Ri Pyari,
Jag Main Durlabh Ratan Yabhi,

«“My dearest aspirant | Continue your research

for a true and perfect master, because he is rare like
a precious diamond.”

The masses adopt a Guru, mrely ‘on reputation,
without making thorough research themselves, That
is why they do not find real Gurus, If such rare
saints are difficult to find, one should associate with

, those saiots who are on the way to perfection, Only

thase persons are capéble of uniting with God, or
Truth, who consider other human beings equal to
themselves and hold no jealousy, hatred, or other

negative ideas in their mind.

Disciple :—Please explain what is meant by a
compassionate gaze.

Faqir :—-Itisa pity that the average man is
confused and caught up by the complexity of language,
The compassionate glance is nothing but the merciful
attitude which flows like the corrent of love from the
eyes of the master., When this current touches the
disciple who is keen to have peace and real happiness,
it so affects his mind that he is filled with sclf-confis
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dence, happiness and bliss, The werds of tke master
are permanently retained in his mind and pe applies
thea in his practical life This is the real meaniag

of the compassionate glance, The more intense the

devotion or desjre for peace and bliss is, the deeper is,
the effect of the compassionate gaze on the aspirant,
Have you ever observed how lovingly a mother gazes
on her child ? If the child does not care about the
loving glance of his dear mother, he remaips blank
and empty, But the same glance on that chjlg who
is responsive, creates a special vibration,

Disciple :---But, most of the disciples have been
associated with their Gurus for a very long time,
Why then, have they not attained anything that is
granted by a saint ? Also, the Guryg have been
engaging their disciples in different kinds of services,
Why do they advise some disciples in one way gand
others in a different way ?

Faqir ;—-In fact, a true master knows very well
why a special disciple has come to his refuge, Some
Gurus, who are keen to recruit as many ‘disciples as
they can, do exploit those people who are in trouble,
But a true or pefect master never exploits hjs dear
disciples. He loves them and advigeg them according
to their respactive backgrounds ang capabilities, which
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are different for different people, He ftells his
disciples to be engaged in different kinds of activities,

. wkich either help them to fulfill their worldly desires
.. of material things, or to rid themselves of those
_ desires after a good deal of experience, A person

can never realize I'ruth, or attain peace, as long as he
isa slave to passions and desires. That is why
Hidayatnama clearly says that first a devotee should
resign his desires for wealth, prosperity, and family to
the Will of God and then go to the saints for guidance,
In this way all his problems will be solved, Those
who do not follow these instructions take a longer time
to resoive their problems, The order of the perfect
master and the path suggested by him should be
considered as supreme. The seeker would exp:rience
peace and bliss by applying the instructions of his
master to his practical daily life, In my opinion,
obedience to the master is the uppermost pre-requisite

for spiritual advancement,

Disciple :~--Isn’t it true that scifless and pure
masters are rare to find ?

Fagqir : When you desire something keenly, you surely
get it, because of the power of your thought, But
most people go to Gurus to obtain blessings for their
worldly fulfillment, Some people want wealth, the
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others children, still others want health or fame,
They think that the Gurus are capable of granting
these worldly attainments, Ignorant aspirants do
not try to understand the significance of the Religion
of the Saints ! In fact, the pure and selfless relation-
ship between the master and the disciple is being
largely exploited, “Guruism’> has become a very
lucrative profession all over the world, Many Gurus
are concerned with accumulating wealth and fame and
their disciples are equally motivated by worldly desires,
So instead of being enlightened and liberated, seekers
are more and more involved in material things and
thus subjected to the cycle of birth and death, When
a Guru who is the true practitioner of The Yoga of
Light and Sound, is found by a disciple who is truly

desirous of being freed from the spatio-temporal world
?

then and only then the relationship of the disciple and
the master has some significance,

The great saint Kabir remarked, “The people
of the world are so ignorant that they do not under-
stand the meaning of devotion to the Guru, Some
aspirants insist upon their Gurus to grant them sons,

others supplicate the master to remove their sufferings,
Some desire wealth or fame, But none seems to be
interested in realizing the Truth, All are running

after the shadow of troasitory fulfillment of desires,
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Kabir is at a loss to understand what should be done
with such blind and ignorant seckers,”

I mysclf did not have a male child, My father
and other relatives wrote to Data Dayal Ji Maharaj
asking that I be blessed with a son, Data Dayal Ji
Maharaj wrote to them, “If you yourself want a male
child, you should ask Faqgir Chand (me), Oaly he
he has the ability to grant you a son.”” What a
perfect answer this was from a perfect master | The
saints do put an end to man’s sufferings-—-by making
him understand the secret of the final Truth,

Disciple .---From your explanation, it appears
that the effect of the compassionate gaz: of the master

is nothing but a sympathy, or compassion, which
benefits the seaker, Is that correct ?

Faqir :—Yes, that is exactly so,

Disciple ; — Some of your disciples have told that
you granted them sons, by giving them fruit or some-
thing of yours to eat, With eating your blessed
Prasad (food offering) people rid themselves of their
terrible, incurable diseases and others became rich and
prosperous, If this is true, then it is proven that a
saint can do anything, including changing the inner
condition of his disciples by controlling their thoughts,
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Fagqir :—I started my life with a keen desire to

realize Truth and, in that search, I left no stone

unturned, With my pure intention and selfless moti-
-ves, I' did succeed -in my mission, I was never

fascinated by so called miracles or miraculous events,

In fact, when miracles happened, T paid no attention
to them, But when I was given the status of ‘an

. Acharya, a preceptor, I was surprised to discover that

most of the seekers were interested in miracles rather
than spiritual development, After my own deep inner
enlightenment, I did make some people the focus of
my compassion so that the sick were rid of their
diseases and the childless were blessed with children,
These events certainly prove that the power of thought
is great and unlimited, But I want to make
it clear that this mental power is effective only for
those who are keen to have their desires fuifilled and
whose faith is unshakeable, My thought power was
effective in some cases, but not .in others, because
there are certain principles for transferring power, but
these principles cannot b: applied to all people at all

times,

1 have come to believe that the spiritual develops — .

ment of a person lies in loving and associating with a
perfect master, or a person who is enlightened and
practicing the Truth, The love and faith of a
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devotee, combined with the practical spiritual life of
the master can certainly change the inner condition of
the disciples when the compassion of the true saint is
favoked,

Disci_ple :=--There are many Satsangees who stay
at the Ashram of the saints and associate with them
all the time, but the masters seem to have no effect
Oa them, On the contrary, the life and behaviour of
some devotees is mean and immoral, even though
such disciples are favourites of the Sadguru,

Faqir :---There are two chief reasons for this
situation, The first is that there are a large number
of selfish people who surround such a saint, whd, in
fact, have no keen desire or longing for spiritual
development at all, They join the Ashram only for
the selfish motive of having theit worldly desires

fulfied,” And 56 they remdin édipty,  But somehow
they do become favourites of the saints, perhaps
because the saints are too kind and tolerant and do
not see the faults of others, ‘Or, it may be that some
so-called masters are not fully enlightened themselves
and their own desires for wealth, name and fortupe
have not been fulfilled so they need such disciples for
theif own propaganda, But a true saint needs po
kind of propaganda and by his association a
.devotec rises above pleasure and pain and attaing
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perfect peace.
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So one should associate with such great sainfs,fisten 10 L;‘r:; A\
their preaching and obey their orders, for in this way NS
one is sure to attain the cherished goal of one’s life.

The instructions of a true Guru are never motivated

by his personal gain. Obedience to the order of the

Guru will always widen one’s experience and benefit

the seeker,

Let me explain the inner progress of the disciple.
Man is in search of the Supreme Being. Generally
he is guided by the idea of the method of worshipping
which he imbibes from his family, According to the
political thinkers, a person needs freedom, the hungry
need food, and the oppressed need justice. However,
the real need of man is his spiritual development, his

union with the Source and Ground, the Supreme
Being, The fulfillment of this need fulfllls all others.

In explaining the levels of internal experience, 1
want to assure everyone that what I describe is

completely based on my own inner experience, 1 do
pot claim to be infallible. If someone disagrees
with me and his experience is more comprehensible
than mine, he or she can guide me, As I have

experienced them, the spiritual levels known to the

The Description of the Thousand-Petalled -Lotys

When a man has a keen desire to-achieve some-
thing, he is Ied to make a serious se arch-for.it, Since
Lis Pure Self, or Suxfat? coacentrates itself wfthin, the
urge generates numberless thoughts and gygggstions to
fulfill that desire, and a wave of thoughfs'is generated,
This state s called pure ‘Light, or the thousand-
petalled Lotus, whose one petal generates thousands
‘of rays, That is, one thought generates thousands

of othérs and thosc thoughts actually b gin to create

their owa constituents or plans,

Your own mind is the thousand-petalled Lotus,
Nuamberless waves of thoughts -arising from it are
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responsible for the inventions of science and the de-
vejopment of arts, crafts and technology. Just as
“your mind’ creates your own world, sumlarly the
~Jniversal Mind generates waves of thought and carriés
"on its own creative activity, Just asyour mind goes
on creating new constituents, by generating unnumbcr-
‘ed forms, thoughts and concepts, similarly, the Uni-
versal Mind generates unnumbered mental constituents,
which continuously create aad destroy the physical
world, Whatever exists outside the - cosmos exists
within you. In other words, microcosm is macrocosm,
So the gaze within one’s own self allows one to
understand and exp:rience the external game of the

world,

As long as a person is confined to the mental
level, he continues his enjoyment and stays contented
at this plateau, But when the inner experience takes
him farther, he begins to understand the nature of
mind, and his pure Self, or Surat, is established firmly,
It no longer is carried away by the currents of
thoughts, -

The currents of thoughts have colours and forms
because they are constituted by the five subtle ele.

ments of earth, water, fire, air, and ether, And so
one sees a variety of internal colours, referred to as

Man is very slow in recognizing that all the
ways of search for truth converge at one point, The
glimpses of the Eternal Truth, whether experienced by
scientists, philosophers, sages, or mystics, have again
and again indicated that the Ultimate Truth is One,
The physical, mental, ethical, metaphysical and spiri-
tual realms are intimately interdependent and their

designated as *“Nothing,” So leng as an aspirant
does not attain the state of “Nothing”, so long as he
does not have the urge of desirelessness, he can never
experience the Radhaswami state, The True Master
takesthe aspirant towards this Pure State gradu-
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ally and makes him attain the state of desirelessness,
If a Guru who delivers Satsang, does not have this
highest experience, and if he is not free from desires
and Jongings, be will never cross the cccean of
Spatio-temporal world himself, nor wil the satsangis
attain God,

The monthly Satsang of June was held on the
21st and was largely attended by the Satsangis from
far and wide, They had started pouring in, at the
Manavata Mandir, by the afternoon of the 25th June.
Consequensly, the evening Satsang f the 25th. was
attended not only by a large number of aspirants, but
it also absorbed them ceeply during the discourse and
many of them were almost in trance. After the
Satsang many of them f:It as if they had dipped into
an ocean during the satsang, A night satsang is

deep love and devotion for the Perfect Master, It so
happens that my discourse is every time new even
though the verse concerning a particular month is old
and the same, The poetry of Swami Shiv Dayal Ji
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Mabharaj is not ordinary, On the contraty, it uncovers
the eternal Truth which has been expounded in the
hymns of the Vedas, the statements of the Upanishadas
and the verses of the Bhagavadgita which give new
inspiration every time they are recited, The
expressions of the Perfect Master and Perfect Saints
are said to be eternal and immutable because the truth
expressed in them always remains the same and un-
changed inspite of the transformations due to changes
of time, That is why their expression, which is the
constant flow from the unfathomable source called
Apta Vachana, are the expression of spiritually autho-
ritative Mastcrs, That is why the expressions of
Perfect Persons cannot be easily u derstuod by an
average person. There is always the need of a Perfect
Person in order toimpart the significance of and to
