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are justified to say that they don’t exist, But I have

seen ghosts, So I am justified not by their opinion,

but on the basis of my own experience, I have heard
many stories about ghosts and spirits, Possibly they may
be false or may be true, I don’t hesitate in telling my
true experience verbotim to those who honour truth,
Bven then I do not insist that people should believe
in what I say. However, I think it necessary to
relate my personal experience, SO that other people,
having similar experience may be able to arrive at
some tangible conclusion after comparing their own
experience with of mine,

1 left college and cane to Chunar as the head-
master of Church Mission School in 1888, Chbunar
is a historical town in Murzapur district, There is
an ancient Port of the Hindus, which is intact evea
now and is worth seeing and wonderous place, The
fort had been constructed by cutting it out from the
rocky part and a little less than half its area juts out
in the river Ganges. There is the tomb of the great
Yogi Bhartribari in the center of the fort, Bhartrihari
was the older brother of the great Maharaja
vikramaditya long ago. It is said that he came to
Chunar after renouncing his kingship,

He practiced penance for a long time in this
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fort and gltimately went to eternal trance, Hindus
mostly come to visit this tomb and believe that
King Bhartari is living in body even today, However,

this a matter of their faith, There is also a temple
to the north of the city, which is dedicated to the
great Yogi and writer King Bhartrihari, Possibly
this city might have been the center of religicus acti-
vities of the Buddbists in their prime period, or might
have been a Buddhist monastary, It is evident from
the fact because many Baddhist statues were disco-
vered, when the Southern wall of the fort collapsed,
There are many verses in Pali language inscribed at
the bottom of the images, The photographs of
these images and the verses were taken in my presence,
with the permission of late Seth Hanumanprasad
-Sahib of Chunar, which were sent to Asiatic Saciety
of Bengal Calcutta for further investigation and
research, It is therefore evident that this fort existed
during the period, when Buddhism flourished in

India,

Hindus says when the dwarf Bawan) incarnation
of God tricked King Bali his furst foot (Charan)
fell at this place that is why the fort is cal'ed Chunar,
The Sanskrit version is Charnar meaning first foot,
It is astomishing that this fort has the shape of a foot,
The southern side is the heal and the nothern portion
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approximately resembles the toes, some part of which
is merged into the water of the Ganges, This event
is mentioned in the Puranas. Those facts help us to

conclude that the fort of Chunar is much older than
the time of the Buddhists.

In spite of being so old it is worth secing, The
canopy of the marriage of Adal the brother of Alaha
the well known Rajput is still preseat in this fort.
Chunar was a province in the Muslim period.
During the carlier administration of the English
administration, Chunar Wwas the headquarter of
Mirzapur district,

1 arrived in Chunar and Wwas surprised to see
there were the graves of some Muslim martyrs in the
houses of the Hindus. There was the grave of such
a Muslim martyr, in the very first house which was
given to me by late Babu Hanuman Prasand Ji, The
Hindus and Muslims usually came to place wreaths of
Flowers and light earthen lamps on that grave every
thursday in the evening. This house bad been lying
unoccupied earlier, It was my good luck to -occupy
this house, because 1 was fearless and did not believe
in the existeace of ghosts and spirits, Even though
people advised me to take care of the grave, which
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I did, yet my younger brother used to sit on that

grave and play very often, [In spite of this I peither
saw any ghost in thLat house, ncr was not harmed
during my stay in that house, After a year, I left
that house and rented another situated about two
bundred yards away from the fort, This house was
‘more comfortable, The landlord of thst house was
a businessman named Anantu Pasi, The people of
Chunar generally believed in the existence of ghosts
and spirits, because of the grave. in every home.
Ihad a uaique experience in that house for the first
time, Iam stating the same below,

This happened in 1889, or 1890, I don™
remember the exact titne, Myself and my younger
brother Surya Narayan Singh who was only nine years
old lived in this house, The servants would leave the
house in the evening, By chance on the day on the:

cannot sleep even in mild light, on account of my

shy and stay behind the veil, Afterwards I came tO
know that woman was the embodiment of modesty,
during her life time, Her father was a Sunni
Muslim and a big government officer. Her husband
belonged to a respeeted family of Shia Muslim

community.

After her laughter, 1 was silent for a few minules,

I soon asked her, <‘After all there must be some
reason cf your coming to me? With what motive
have you some ¢”

The woman presemnted the child whem ske had
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in her lap to me and said, “Please she the child **

The woman, “What do you conclude after seeing
her ?

Myself: “Her colour has turned pale. She is
beautiful but appears to be sick,”

ill. I have come to you to help me.”

Woman :---Tomorrow morning you may call her
father and advice him that he should not be so
careless about his child, She is seriously ill,
Her maternal grandfather is also ignoring her. 1
If she is not properly treated immediately - she
may die within a week, She cannot be treated
immediately, So I suggest a remedy for the -
time being. Which should be followed for three
days and on the fourth day she should be put
under the treatm.nt of an efficicnt doctor,
Hakim or Vaidya, The remedy is that she
should be made to lie down naked at ten or
eleven a,m, in bright sunlight, Three or four
drops of sessame oil should be poured in her
navel, Afier the thite day they may Go what-
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ever they like,

In my opinion Western philosophy has from the
ancient times to the present day neglected the com-
prehensive and integrative notion of truth, whether
in the area of mraterial nature, hwman nature or
Prvins mature . By dividiag the three branches of
knowledge, i.e, science, rekgion and philosophy into
waterlight compartments, philosophy, particularly im
the West has mot only reeeded from truth, but has
also thwarted the progress and devclopment of the
inner nature of man, This ieaer nature is an element,
which also exisis m maites in a dormans form and
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which has premium over matter, Recognition of

this indestructible ground of matter and mind alone
can lead to the well being of humanity and also bring
about a relief from the f:ared wholesale destraction
of life on this planet, in case the thermonuclear war

were to Lreak out,

The central element in human nature has been
ca led ‘Atman’ or se'f in Indian Philosophy. All lower
animals have awareness, feeling and striving in a rudi-
mentary form ; but these activi'ies, without reflection,
remain undevelopzd in them, So animals have not
invented a science, adopted a religion or propo uhded
a philosophy, The truth is that man’s reflection,
beiug grounded on ‘Atman’ or self, is responsible for
the experience of love and the emergence of volition,
both of which involve a subtler understanding,
They orignate from soul or self, which is the core
of man, All knowledge that carries the idea of
unity and organization, all feeling that urges man to
love rather than hate, and all action, which impells
him to manifest goodwill, owe their function to that
very source-the self. The powers of soul or self are
unlimited by time and space, as demonstrated by the
philosophers and sages of India from the ancient
past to the present times, Tae Western psychoanalyst
C. G. Jung has designated these powers as the un-
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conscious. The word vnconscious is a negative term,
but it implies the positive content of that unlimited
psyche of which co ‘scious iess, is just one infimtesimal
part, We justly admire consciousness, because it is
through that function that we know, feel and wili,
but we should not forget that the psyche is wider than
these manifestations of the soul--Atman, '

Without the concept of universal consistent truth
man becomes a fractured personality, The scientist
says that the truth of the laboratory is different from
that of the church, The minister of the church affi.
rms that God is irrelevent to scientific findings and
that such truth differs from that of the Bible, Stran-
gely enough, this anamolous acceptance of the theory
of double truth- spiritual and secular, existing like
paral'el lines without inter-connection, is held by many
Western intellectuals even today, despite the fact that
the latest researches in science have confirmed the
orderly force in biological evolution, mental expan-

sion and intellectual growth in the universe,

As an example, we all know that the sun is the
center of our solar system with the planets revolving
around it, forming our largest known physical pattern,
The smallest form atom is.a perfect replica of the
solar system, Both have a nucleous as the center of
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gravity, with the atom’s electrons moving like planets
around it, The repetition of the pattern in interse

teller system is the stamp of an intelligent guding
source of order and uniformity,

Similarly, rescarch in biological sciences equally
points to a harmony, where every particularized organ
of the human body works for the whole, and even a
minor ipjury to the organism recrui's the process of
healing in every part of the body, Henry Bergson
has given countless  examples fiom  the
biological world to prove that every part of the
living orgnism works for the system so purpo-
sively that one is forced to believe in the existence of
a creative intelligence, or even clan vital behind the
evolution of life, These discoveries plus the success
of science in controlling nature through knowledge of
immutable laws, and all evidence testifying to the uni-
formity in causation, reaffirms that the originator of
the dynamic, creative cosmos is not any caprice, but a

purposeful and intelligent, Eternal Being,

Sophiscated scientists and historians of science state
that religion begins in superstition, blind faith and mya
thology. They ollege that religion started with fear, with
the eaistence of ghosts and spirits, anin.ism and ances-
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tor worship, Primitive man, they say, worshippine
sun and moon, scepent and lion, was ignorant of the
roundness of the enrth, its rotation and revoiution,
They proudly picture C pernicus, Ga ilio and Newton,
redecming man from the nonsense preached by religi-
ous dogmas, They stamp the ancient religions which
date back to the centuries before Greek philosophy,

‘Thingifiéation of map’, i.e,, considering man not as
a subject, as an agent or &s a person, but merely as
a material object, as 2 means and not am’ end in
himself. He has dome so by referring to ¢wo typ.s of
relationship, He thinks that these two types of
relationship are the only ones, which we eatertain in
our practical life, These two relationships accerding
to Martin Buber are ‘l—1¢’ relatienship and *{---Thovw’
relationship,

According to Martin Buber ‘I---It relationship
makes us understand man’s bechaviour with nature
or the outside material world, In this relationship,
man is the end and the things or material objects
are the means to be utilized for the benefit of man,
Here, the subject or man is superior to matter, The
things are always to be considered as the
means only,

~ In :he ‘I--Thou’ relationship man confronts man,
subject stands related to subject. This is the relation-
ship of equality. Man should consider another man
not as a means, but as an end in himself, There has
to be a reciprocity in this type of relationship, as
opposed to subordination of nature to man in  “I--It’
relationship, Here, a subject responds to another
subject, not to an object or a thing, It appears that
Buber like Kant, has tried to show that man is more

dignified than and superior to objective natare, becas
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use he is an ead in himself, Buber has perhaps res-
tated one of the maxims of Kant, “Never use man
either in your own person, or in that of others as a
means, but always as an end in himself”’, This dig-
nity of man or let me say, this recognition of the
perfection of man, discovered long ago by Indian sages,

seers and philosophers, has beea reiterated in strong
terms, It amounts to siying that what is wrong with
the Western and even the Eastern approaches to man

in practica! I'fe_is that we are treating man not as an
end, but as 1« meansand as a lifeless thing only.
Wherever man is exoloited theologically, economically,
socially or poliiica ly, we ars resorting to what Buber

calls the ‘thingification of man’, v
Here is a call from a contemporary Western

philosopher to rectify ‘he philosophical mistake of
neglecting the subjective or inner dignity of man as a
conscious agent, a doer, a seer and a self, What can
Indian philosophy do in bringing about the new era
of humanism by supporting Buber’s approach to the
understanding of maa so as to bring an end to this
social, political, econ omic and religious exploitation ?
Here is an opportanity for us to rectify the blunder of
lopsidedness committed by Western philosophers, in-
cluding Martin Buber, in their understanding of man’s
true and comprehensive nature, Rising to this golden

opportunity alone, can save philosophers as well as
the human race from extinction. This is not a rhetoric,

but an assertion of the truth, which the Western phi-
losophy has neglected to recognize for thou-
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sands of years, The predicament of the possi-
bility of peace in the midst of the threat of commi-
tting nuclear suicide on the part of man has arisen as
a resu t of this neglect.

Martin Buber has no doubt pointed out the
dignity of man and the need of treating man as an
end, so that the social, political and economic inequas
lities are not allowed to mutilate the true image of
man, the image of him as asubject and never as an
object. The distinction between matter as an object=
jve reality and mind as a subjective reality declares
the superiority of mind over matter, It makes matter
or nature as the means and mind, the persom, as
the end in himself, His statement that the thingifica-
tion of man bas given rise to human ills, including
the evils in social, political and even in ethical aspects

of life, is worth considering, The remedy suggested
bv Buber is that man should treat another man, as a
person on reciprocal basis, so that there sponse is from
heart to heart and from person to person and not

from person to things, Buber’s attempt to shift the
attention of the Western philosophy from the emphasis
on matter and objective reality to mind, consciousness
and subjective self is laudable.

It is well known that West has adopted a dualistic
approach to reality, wit hout going behind and beyond

mind and matter, consciousness and extension. Most
of the Western philosophers with a few exceptions

like Plotinusand Spinoza have religiously followed
this dualistic technique, Descartes, the pioneer of
modern philosophy and the supporter of mathemati-
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cal approach far the establishment of selfevident pro-
positions in philosophical pursuit of reality did not
succeed in his mission, He miserably failed not only
to go beyond the celebrated dualism and the medieva]
theory of double truth, but also in solving the problem
of body-mind relation. In spite of Hume’s skepti-
cism, which awakened Kant from his ¢ Dogmatic
slumber’, leading to the establishment of the . socalled
transcendental Kantjan approach followed -by the
conflict between idealism on the one hand and the
material:sm of varioys kinds, culminating in Marxism,
on the other, the problem of mind-body relation
remains unresolved for the occidental philosopher tijl
today, Even a linguisu‘ca?ly analytic, empirically alert
and logically positivistic contemporary philosopher,
When asked what is mingd 2 will fespond, ‘No matter,’
Similarly, when he is Questioned, What js matter 2,
he will blurt out, “Never mind’,

Buber has no doubt ealoguised mind or consci-
ousness by equating it with the subjective aspect of

man or self, by declaring it Super.or to matter,
H owever, his humanism (if at all the abolition of

thingification can ever give rise tc humanism of some
sort), remains incomplete, The fact is that he stopped
short of asserting reality, which is higher than. mind as
well as matter, That is why he could not rise to a
relationship beyond the two types i.e,, the “[-.]i and

‘I-=Thow’ relationships, both of which do not get cut
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of the dualistic approach to reality. In other words,
Buber, like most of the Western philosophers, is
redundant, He has simply restated the dualism of
mind and matter by asserting ‘I’ and i, He gives
the appearance of an idealist and also a realist, even
though he is neither of the two.

If we were to adopt ¢[.Thouw’ relationship in pra-
ctical life, shall we be able to resolve the conflict
between mind and matter, man and the environment ?
Science and technology are declaring the superiority
or at least the mastery, nay, the dominion of man
over nature: -the so-called subjective reality. Has not
the same superiority, the same attaipment of control
over nuclear power, led to the present world predi-
cament ? Man is threatened by his own inventions
and achievements, He might bring about his own
annihilation both by trying to coaquer nature as @
hostile stepmother and also by thingification of man
in social, political, economic and religious spheres.
