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The path of Tantra (pleasure) and the jath of
Mantra or meditation, both =are the paths of
success, Neither of them can be called good or bad,
Whatever is being said here is not due to any pre.
dice, hatred, or jcalousy. but on the basis of the
experienees of the saints and sages of the hoary past
and the present great souls, If we uarc prejudiced
and say that the path of one faith is right and tie
other is wrong, it would be unjust and not fair, We
should consider a2 man in whatever situation he may
be to be worthy of spiritual life, We should never
condemn either of the two paths or prefer onme to
the other. There is no doubt that in the beginning
one may appear to be very attractive, but in the end
it proves fatal and the other path seems to be very
rough and difficult to follow, but in the end it proves
to be useful and helps us to reach our goal, The
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path of Tantra (pleasure) takes us away from the
advancement of spiritualism, because it makes us
caught upin the mesh of sensuous pleasures which
are the hinderances for the advancement of soul to
the higher level, But the other path though seems
a little rough, yet it gives us bliss in the end and it
definitely helps the soul to advance further spiritaally,

The path of Tantra [pleasure] turas us away from
traditions, while the path of Mantra does maintain
traditions. That is why the expefienced, enlightened
PeErsoms, perfected souls and sages do not recommend
to follow the Path of Tantra or Tantra Shastra (the
Science of magc) because this Path is dangerous and
proves harmful in the end for the persons who follow
or adopt this path and also for the society, On the
other band, the Mantra Shastra [the scieRce of medi-

tation) has been recognised and recommended by
the saints and sages,

When I was in Lahore many Tantriks (the
followers of the science of magic) used to come to
qve for discussions, They had many doubts in  their
mind. I tried to remove their doubts sincerely with
arguments. Bat they didn’t understand my point of
view fully, ‘because of their deep-rooted prejudice,
©One of these Tantrics who was desireus of destroying

2 Pumniabi ruler, who was very «cruei, came to mc for
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advice, I told him that the path of Tantra (magic

was very dangcrous and he should not adopt thut
path, He w.at away, I.do uot know what happen-
ed to him afier that,

The science of Tantra is also a kind of the science
of Mantra (meditation), because one has to concen-
and meditate in this Path also, But the techaiques
adopted in this Path are very dangerous unpleasant,
and hateworthy, Often some woman is associated (o
follow this technique, The Mantras or the jncanta-
tions of this technique are only one worded, The
science of Mantra makes us follcw the ubtle Puth,
The main source book of the scieace of Mantia is
Rig Veda which in reality is the main book cf spiri-
tualism according to Vedic traditions, the rest of the
vedic literature is a kind of commentary on Rig Veda,
Even the Upanishads are secondary in this context,

The Vedic tradition is not in favour of adopting
the path of Tantra, because it causes troubles and
proves to be dangerous and harmfal eventually,

Now listen to me ‘what is Tantra and what is
Mantra ? Tantra bhas been derived from a Sanskrit
word ‘Tant” which means extension, It is a kind of
greatnet, inwhich a practitioner is cavght ap, if he
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is nat very caatious, ral also makss othzrs caught up
in this net.

What is Mantra 2 This word has been derived

from the Sanskrit root I‘Mantra, Maatri” the word
means “advice”. In English it may be called sugges-

tions, The meaning of the word Mantra in the
Vedas are prayersaddressed to the (Gods or naurl
powers). These are the descriptions of functions .nd
qualities of God creator or Brahma and the praises
of the Lord,

The purpo e of explaining the signifjcance of
Mantra and the Tantra is tha you should wunderstand
its import, Neither of them should be considered
superior to the other, It is possible that one among
millions of prople may be able to at ain perfection by
following the Path of Tantra but usually people get
caught up in the net of sensuogs pleasures and
worldly enjoyments in this path and cannot advance
spiritually, But this is not the case by following the
Path of Mantra, Mostly people are successful in
following this path, But if they are not successful in
this life, they are sure to succee in their next births
because of their good Karmas,

The nature of every human being is different,
Some people have divine endenciess They are

{
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always desirous of following the divine path, The
others have demonic tendencies and they are desirous
of following the demonic path, Some people may
attain pe.fection even by following the demonic path,
it is possible, but usually it is not possible,  Although
the Path of Mantra is very useful, spontaneous and
8ood, yet we cannot condemn the Path of Tantra
because this path is also not totally devoid of spiritual.
ism, Every individual has the right to adopt any
path, There is no doubt that the path of [antra
makes us caught up in the mesh of sensuous pfeasurcs
and the Path of Mantra leads us to the Path of
spiritualism, But choice is ours to adopt either of
these two paths,

These two paths are also called Shukla Marg
(the path of light and Krishna Marg (the dark path)
and are ako called the path of light, intellect or the
path of heaviness, One is free to adopt either of
these two paths, but one has to be cautious of the
pros and cons of adopting any path.

The first condition is fearlessness, A person
who is afraid and disturbed must adopt discipline,
Most peo e are of the nature of hurrying and rushing,
If the path of Mantra is followed even partially, it
will help the follower to slow down and he will be

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less perturbed,

The seconad condition 18 cautio’ , discipline,
courage and firmness, Persons who have thete
quaiities in them will certainly attain success. Those
davoid of these qualities are sudject to duakity of mind
and illusion. They are caught up in doubts and lose
the waalth of spiritualism, No one knows waen they
will get the opportunity to advance spiritually.
May be that they  get this opportunity
after many births. A well  disciplined person
has a  great power of tolerance, One
who always makes hurry is crazy, Those nations or
races, which are in the habit of hurrying disappear
sooner like the clouds.

Hindu or Arya race, includes Tibet and
China besides India and it is true, Whether the
Atryan race may appear to be autocrat, the most
important condition for the act vity of spirituality is
the very power, which makes a person habituated to
tolerance. Wherever there is tolerance there will be
success, Effort is also a condition by which the
succes is attained,

The practitioner should not possess a weak and

doubtful natute, neither he should be possessed by .
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illusion.  Where there is doubt and illusion success
will automatically be delayed and you will get that
success after many incarnations, The Aryan race is
supposed to be sap:rior, bat one should not conciude
that non-Aryans are devoid of spirituality, Everybody
is equally capable of achieving spiritual perfection.
The only difference is thai the Aryan race is more
inclined towards spiritual perfection, The only differ-

ence is that the Aryan race is more inclined towards

spiritual perfection than the non-A yan races, who are
interested more in material and worldly things and
professional success,

These are some conditions, which have to be
followed by the practitioners of spiritualism, But
one should not conclude that a practitioner should
run away from the world, On the contrary, every
Pperson should do his duty, earn his own livelihood
and also practice spirituality, Just as an artist or
musician learns his art by practising it gradually but
constantly, similarly a practitioner of spirituality
should grow gradually by practicing spirituality while
living in this world,

The tendency of spirituality exists even in ani-
mals and the plants, Byt they do not have the
tendency to realize because'they are not completely
developed in mind,

this very thought has its roots in the Brahmana -

This Supr2me Ruler of the universe, again, i5s mot a
person but a centra) R‘eahty, the Master of the ereat-
ion that resides in the very core of everything that

exists, According to Plotinus as well, gods are the

entities arising from light and light is equivalent to
Brahman,

The Brahmanie literature explains the various
iituals and analyses the Various terms used im the
hymns, Byt _unfortunately,‘this literature has beep
neglected, not only by the Western, but Indian scho.-
lars ag well, In fact Brahmanas are 2 Jink betweery
the hymns and the Upanisadic philosophy, In the
absence of a systematie study of the Brahmanas, the

apparent conflict between the ritualistic philosophy of
the Vedas and the Atma Vidya [the science of self}
of the U‘panisads, which places knowledge above
action, ean never be overcome,

The four dimensional philosophy of the Vedas
and the Upam‘sads, though chronologica‘lly prior to
the four dimensional mystic: philosophy of Plotinus-
with the three hypostases of the One, the Nous and

World Soul plys ths concept  of Nature or Matter,
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as the eanition from the World Soul, is not oaly
similar to, bu* almost identical with the latter. Before
expl :ining th: rystic experience and its purposs——the
anion of the individual soul with the One--the Supreme
Being~«the Supreme Abode of Man and Nature, it
geems necessary to a'lude briefly to the four dimen-
sional basis and background of the metaphysics, ethics,

psychology, epistemology aad sociology of he Vedic
and the Upanisadie philosophy.

")

The four dimensions of the Vedic tradition, as
stated above, nrove the ideatity of*the Vedic and the
Udanisadic four dimensionality with that of Plotinus.
The Vedas, the Upanisads and the Bhagavadgita the
three foundational philos‘ophies comprising Indian tra-
dition, agree in accepting the following four-fold nature
of the Brahman, the Supreme Being as :--

1] Avyaya Brahman [the Eternal Infinite Ground
of all] corresponding to the Plotinus, One and
even beyond the One,

2] Aksara Brahman (the Indestructible Cause),
corresponding to the Plotinian Nous,

3] The Atmaksara Brahman [the Supreme Self],
endowed with the potentiality of creation,

prescrvation and destruction and hence a
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: Creatr'r, ot yet differentiated as subject and
object, correspondirg to the world Soul of
P! tinus and .

4) Visvasrit Brahman (Tae Cosmic Manifestation),
the (xtended material world of universes,
super galaxies, and indivi ualities, as an ema-
nation andJ irradiation o. just ons spark of the

Suprems Self, corresponding to the ensouled r
matter or Nature of Plotinus,
A word of caution in this context seems to be .
Decessary to dist neuish between the Plotinian Hypost. I

ases and the four dimensional nature of Brahman, even
though both the Plotmion philosophy and Indian
thought are firmly rooted in the mystic experience, the
sole purpose of which, is the return of the four dimen-
sional Self of man to the four dimensional -Supreme
Self--the One, The Avyaya Brahman is not to be
confused even w th the One and Unity, since It is
also beyond One. Even Plotinus agrees’ with this
transcendence of the One in his writings, ~ Thus the
One of Plotinus can be regardcd closer to the Avyaya
Brahman, even though it is not wholly identical
with it,  The Avyaya Brahman * is  also
