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«“The Adi Saint was Himself a most highly refined
and cultu-ed critic”. Most of His Shabdas are
correctives, Some out spoken and others subtly
balanced, A critic with depth of self realisation
alene can understand the symblical language of
the Saint. Just read His onginal, Shabdavali and
there will be found the truth of our bumble suba
mission. The critic is a very subtle-cum-spiritual
entity. The institution of honest critics is asold
as santmat, It existed in the pre-Vedic period,
_ People have short memories, They seem to have
forgotten the Greatest and subtlest critic was in the
Divine Personality of «Brahaspati”’ who lived in the
pre-Vedic era, It was within his power to make any-

thing fiom nothing

We do not wish you to understand us, Though
pothing comes out of nothing but we think othere
wise, The Teachings of Data Dayal and our own
on feelingy is such, We say the soul is both
Omniscient aud Omaipresent, We say our boy is
in us and we “are in him, Does he not think so ?

hersh and terse but he should be free from malice,
N-will and personal motive, Let it g0 home once
for all criticism is a necessary and vital need at al]
times, ~and to make it wroth-while it must have
depth. A critic in religious lore must bave
fecling ~of ‘‘self” realisation based on intuitional
_intuition and not on personal motive, We admit
we are genuing criticé, and our criticism is not from

a selfish angle,

We reached this stage long long ago when we
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did not approve our kith and kin to eulogise us
directly o1 indirectly, for it belittles the status of
our kith and kin, Besides the motive, thkey enter-
tain drags them to the pit-fall of pride and greed,
Pride has a fall and is an egoist tendency, Selfishe
ness mothers all evils. Pecple may ask why must
we bother about our kith and kin belittling them-
telves 2 The answer is simple., It is possnble in
our weaker moments We may lose our equipoise,
No one can claim perfecuon. Perfection comes wuth
Saints Yoga in Turiya, If our elder were the boss
of a certain large Corporation, Wwe must oot tx_‘gde
our wares under his protective banner. Why must
we take undue advantage of the greatness of our

living or dead elder or younger relative, 1t is nsithef

Central Bharat, Every part of the country «as
in a state of panic, There was disharmony,
discord, discontentment every where, It was the
time when all seemed lost. No one was happy.
More details of dcvastation, disturbance, and heart
rending tal s of misery, sufferings and terrof are
not necessary, It will suffice to say temples were
raised to the ground, Pious ard holy pilgrlms were
put ‘o the sword, The Great Teacher Kabir w s the
the Light that attracted those, who were effected
with the then disturbed conditions, towards him
for spiritual consolation, His mission was most
significant, He was 8. tuslim (Weaver) il low
caste and origin did pot deter Hindus and Muslims
alike to flock round him for spiritul solace. He
Was accepted and acknowledged as an incarnation
of Truth Snd Love. People from Noith, South,
East and West sought and found refug: in His
Fearless Holy Teachings of Shabd Yoga and :he
moral code e adopted, He was so fearless that
he announced to the W ole world ¢l- bave. brought

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4 message from Almighty and I hold the secret
of the topmost spiritual Abode”, Such ap utteragce
in those times was a taboo, But after a Jit)e resi-
stagce from the highest, middle and low strata
of humanity, aj yielded to the Greatest  Sajnt
and followed Hig teachings all over the country, He
Testored order and thys served the humanity, He
is remembered apd revered ever since, His name
shall ever live ip Santmat, He hag left behind His
Hymns, which are g treat to the spiritualists of
the world, His teachings are unique .and mcst
inspiring, He had foﬂnwars all over, He disclosed
the method of Shabd Yoga to the world at large
Himself and through his disciples, He however did
not 'iiis'cibse the real reélity of what passed between
the Master and the disciple, 1t is still not known, It
is as it should be,

He was followed by many spiritual teachers,
All have been  detailed in . another work including
Gurus and sajnts before the manifestation of Sant
Kabir, we 8ive some names of the greats wko
followed. Adi Sant Kabir, The chief one was Gurp
Nanak Dev who gave solace to lakhs and lakhs,
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He believed in one Supreme Hea!. He enjoined
practice of Yoga to His disciples, He method was
of Prem and Bhakti ( Love and devotion ), He
preached ‘*ALL IS HIS” He was succcesed by
the ten Gurus in the Punjab, There wére otueré.
They all carried out the mission of the previous
teachers, Every one taught the disciples in a my-
stical way, There are written works here and there,
But these works do not throw any light to decipher
exactly what was taught, Glimpses of Light and
sound are there, But that is not enough to know
the real secret, Many teachers of Santmat of yore
knowingly resorted to such practices and devices
which barred the association of those who were
inquisitive and not worthy from the spiritual point
and or were likely, to create disturbance in the
minds of devout followers who were on the right
path, We are awarc many who were curious of
ten flocked around such spiritual teachers. But
they were not admitted to the oider, Evenif they
did get a foot-hold; they themselves quitted or
were caste away when they “were found . to be after
pame and fame, The Gurus {ook all preeautions that
unwortn did not cause any mischief or disturbance
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which woald retard the spiritual progress of the honest
initiate,

The August Swami jee manifested in the lagt
Century, He- started the school of spirituality in
carnest, He established permanent Sat Sang, He
preached Surt Shabd Yoga and lajd axwn a moral
code, It was he, who, for the first time openly
gave indication of thig Yoga and taught the disciples
the way to Practice it, He himself conducted Sat
Sang for the benefit of followers, What was the
real aim and object of Kabir Saheb, was brought
in vogue by the August Swami Jee, He sang the
glory of shabda (sound which means Light as well),
He caste. away all external rites, rituals, ceremo-
nials and observations, He united all castes, creeds
and faiths, He. gave freedom to all to join the
faith of the Saints, He founded the Radha Swami
Faith which in reality is nothing byt Santmat, Afier
Him hig disciple~in-chief Param Sant Hazur Maharaj
Rai Saligram Bahadur, image of Dhar.na, morality,
truth and piety took it upou hia self the role of
conducting Holy Satsang ipaugurated by the August
Swami Jee, . He . continued it dgy and night and
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gave spiritual solace to lakhs and lakhs in his life

time, After him Data Dayal Maharishi Shiv Brat
Lal Jee Mabharaj collected all the old and scattered
knowledge of Saatmat and gave it its due and
proper shape, form aod uniformity., We have written
about this aspect at length earlier, He held boly
discourses, sermonised and showed the way ‘'How
to practice Surt Shabd Yoga”. He took comsider-
able interest and over excrted himself to enlighten
the path of each and every disciple with the know-
ledge of the Yoga which had been kept alive from
g-neration to genmeration and from soul to s.ul,
His followers are countless, so were his admirers,
He was all Love, kindness, virtue, Piety and truth,
He emani-ipated thousands and thousands, All
who went to him returned bappy at heart and peace
in soul, Tre areas of :he North, North West,
Uttar Pradesh, R jasthan, Hyderabad Deccan and
some other places wers inundaied with his teachings

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MAN'S SEARCH FOR ETERNAL
TRUTH

"Toward the close of the Greek and ‘Roman
period and ‘the beginning of the medieval period, a
similar ama'gam of spirit and reason intuition ' and
intellect religion and ‘philosophy, appeased ‘in Saint
Augustine, But subsequent ‘philosophy in the Middle
Ages was subordinated to theology, and reason, in the
Aristotelian sense, was subjected to faith, Aristotle
had admitted, with Plato, ‘that reason in man
was the reflection of the divine element, but
stressed its practical utility in - under-standing ‘the
physical world, -He purposely neglected the spiritual
aspect of human personality and, thus, started a
" trend toward the dichotomy between :the -empirical
‘ and spiritual worlds, As a result, theologians in the

to this time, Philosophy hagq been inspired by the
8pirit of trye religious experience, The attempt of
the theologicaj Philosophy was to derive inspiration
from pbilosophy to establigh 5 stronger foundation
for traditiong) religion, A multitude of logical proofs
for the existence of God were Propounded, and

The second effect, which was the outcome of
this liaison, was the invention of the theory of
double truth—the truth of reason and the truth of
faith - nururing a split personality which lingers
even now in Western philosophy, However, any
recourse to the segregation of the truth, the division
of basic reality into any kind of dualism, is bound
to be abortive in the end, For the concept of “unity
in diversity”’ is not purely .inteliectual, It is the result
of dynamic spiritua) experience which academicians
have always lacked,

In the ensuing reaction to the suppression of
reason by the medievals, modern thinkers enthusi-
astically infused a spirit of freedom from all religious
presuppositions into an indep:ndent  philosophical
discipline, The methods of honest doubt and pute
analysis were advocated by such men as Bacon,
who said that dispassionate induction would lcad
to the objective knowledge- of the external world,
which would .ultim. tely fead to the control of
nature, So far as the knowledge of the changing,
moving, physical world .of time and space'is con-
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cerned, his observation was flawless, an h's fore-
cast has come true, But the hidden pow r of:the
human psyche, lies pnexplored and unut lized awaiting
snother Bacon to-advogale 8 method, not of analysis,
but of intuitioh.

Bacon also encouraged the dualism of science
and religion, -philosophy and theology. He inspired
the British empiricism of Hobbes and Hume, Both
of ‘these radical philosophers can recogniz d as . the
pioneers of skepticism of the Western World, _This
skepticism is, to a great extent, responsible for the

.rad-cal trenas in modern theology.

The philosophy of rationalism opposed the
empiricism of Hume, but passed through various
p,basés, beginning with Descartes, who has beauti-
fully defended the concepts of self and God. It
culminated in Kant, the great Geiman philosepher
of the -modern period, Uufortunately, Descartes,
.who seems ta.have had some background: in spiritual
experience, overemphasized the dichotcmy of body
and . mind, an:. matter nod spirit, Kant was a
‘-morez.-profound;thinkcr:than Descartes, but had the
disadvantage of being.purely academic in. his attitude,
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although he did at times affirm faith in spiritoal
concpts, His greatest contribution in dispelling the
skepticism. of Hume was to give practical and
ethical arguments for probléms of the existence
of God, the freedom of will, and the immortality
of the soul; However, he divided the domains of
knowledge into two watertight compartments—the
domain of science and the domain of religion—and
his insistence on maintaining the theory of double
troth was disastrous,

Kant’s claim that we camnot do without the
concepts of God and soul, freedom of will and
immortality, but at t~ same time, we cannot prove
their existence in the realm of pare reason, has
given Kant the appeaance of an agoostic—with=
holding final judgment on the existence of the spiritual
realm of God and soul, However, he went on
to say that we should mnot reject the notions, since
these concepts must be accepted on pragmatic grounds
as necessan;y presuppositions, " The samo philosophic

_ attitude is held by many- American pragmatists,

Pragmatism is the philosophy of *‘working value”,
Iis criterion of truth is practical utility—we accept

an idea 8s true as long as it works, as long as it

-
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satisfles our npeed, Thus, God may or may not
exist in reality, but we aceept the concept. of God
because we cannot live successfully without it. Prag-
matism may be a wvery successf: 11 philosophy for
the ecopomics of humaan life bat in the realm of
spiritual experience, it is a great handicap, since this
experience is 8 link between the world and §piri’tual
truth, and without an inver realization of iﬁéftruth,
mere pragmatic tests fail to give amy insight. One
of the grcat weaknesses in religion is the acceptance
of Gud as Father and Person, on primarily prag-
matic grounds, God or Truth, as an impersonal
basic reality, is accep;ed in the realm of science on

-the same basis,

Science remains contented with a disinterested
search for truth, until ultimately it is faced with
ethical problems. It must also settle certan issucs
with religion. Psychology is forced to consider the
psyche, which embraces the conscious, the sub-
conscious, the unconscious and the paraconscious
levels of mind, dimilarly, the physcicist’s concepts of
infinitude and omnipresence conflict with the notion
of a persopal God. Pragmatism ultimutely fai's to
resolve thece issues, This results o the dichotomy of
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fruth-:and opposiog theories “which’ distor.t'mel truth,
‘The radcal theologians deny God by deciaring His
deatbe al'he.-_nad.oal (raditionalists stick %0 the literal
;pterpretation of the Holy Bible,y shutting:-t-heir. eyes
to any sqiennﬁc truth, Thus, they bring about an
a‘bsq‘\me”schism petween 3cience and religions philcso=

phy and theology.
